4. ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA : 

4.1 Essential Criteria for Bidding:-

4.1.1. The bids are open to those transporters only who shall supply trucks with pre-installed GPS system as per the technical specifications indicated in clause 4.2.2 of this RFP.

4.1.2. The GPS system has to be used throughout the journey and shall be capable to handle all required operations on real-time basis. The bidder shall ensure safety and security of data as per the Government guidelines.

4.1.3. Bids not fulfilling the above criteria shall be disqualified ab-inito.

4.1.4. The GPS system of the transporter shall be integrated with the portal of M/s Supply Valid, the authorised agency of Department of Consumer Affairs, Govt. of India for capturing and integrating the required information. One transported should have a uniform GPS operations so as to enable a single common integration with the M/s Supply Valid portal which is the designated portal for Onion Procurement,  Quality / Quantity check and dispatch.

4.3.2 GPS Tracking and Monitoring:
(A) Loading and dispatch details to be entered on Supply Valid portal for track and trace. Once the trucks leave the loading station the GPS monitoring of the movement of the truck be made. Normal dispatch time be entered in the system to monitor the late arrivals / detention/ delays and the reasons thereof.
(B)Dashboarding of Vehicle Tracking System:
The entire journey should be trackable through and illustrative dashboard which shall be accessible to all users through the login IDs. Facility for users to access and view position/location information on GIS maps near real-time through a web interface with historic data displayed on maps. Following information should compulsorily be available for tracking in addition to the information for which requirements may be placed:

B.1 Tracking - Vehicles that have been dispatched are on the system and displayed in tracking. The tracking status is categorized into Running, Idle, Halt and reached at destination for each vehicle. 
B.2 Live Maps - The movement of all the running vehicles can be seen on the online map at a time on the dashboard.

B.3 Tracking Vehicles list- List of all vehicles in running status with the latest tracked time on the dashboard.

B.4 Passive and Active Tracking - Active systems will collect and send information in real-time whilst passive systems will collect and save all the data, which will be made available to be retrieved later. That is, when internet connection isn't available in the GPS device, the information will be saved to the device in offline mode and will be sent to system as and when the internet connection is restored on the device. It is assumed that the entire route of a vehicle is covered by GPS and a leading mobile network. But there might be some parts of the route where there is no network coverage. So the system must work in off-line mode too for these areas and will provide the data once the vehicle enters the mobile network zone. 
B.5 Data History and Archival: The application should provide the location and history of the vehicles in the GIS map. The tracking data will be kept live in the system for at least 8 months. There should be a provision to support archive and restore functions for older data. 
B.6 The system shall have provision to send SMS alerts/mobile app-based notifications

for sending alerts to concerned mapped users.

6. Terms and Conditions

6.1 General Conditions of Contract (GCC)
6.1.1
 Quotations must be forwarded on the party's letterhead, failing which it is liable to be rejected.

6.1.2 
Tender complete in all respects along with supporting documents and requisite tender fee (in case where the tender document is not downloaded), Earnest Money Deposit must be submitted in the prescribed application form (enclosed herewith). The tender have two bid systems, therefore participant has to be submit their tender in two separate envelop i.e:1. Technical bid, 2. Financial bid.

6.1.4 No eraser, cuttings, overwriting, and correcting fluid in the tender will be accepted.

6.1.5 Tender forms submitted incomplete in any respect, without tender fee (for tenders downloaded from the website), and EMD shall be summarily rejected. Further, NAFED reserves the right to accept or reject any or all tenders without assigning any reason thereof.

6.1.6 The rates/charges quoted should be as per Clause 5 of this RFP which should be inclusive of all taxes, levies, octroi, insurance etc. from the point of loading including loading charges up to the point of unloading including unloading charges, Service tax, if applicable, and should be mentioned clearly in the bid.

6.1.7 The offers must have a validity of 8 months from the date of submission of the tender.

6.1.8 NAFED reserves the right to accept or reject any or all the quotations without assigning any reason thereof.

 6.1.9   The Earnest Money Deposit will be refunded to the unsuccessful tenders within one month of finalization of the tender. NAFED will not pay any interest on the EMD.

6.1.10 During the currency of the agreement, no escalation in quoted transportation charges will be allowed, except for GST if applicable.

6.1.11 The address given by the Transporter in the tender documents shall be considered to be the proper and complete business address of the transporter and any correspondence sent to such an address will be deemed to have been delivered to the transporter.

6.1.12 Each page of the tender document must be signed by the authorized signatory of the bidder in token of acceptance of the terms and conditions of the tender document.
6.1.13 NAFED shall not be held responsible for a hike in the cost of diesel, petrol, tyres, tax octroi, etc., by the Government of India / State Government, etc. during the agreement period. In such cases, the transporter is liable to carry out the work as per the rates approved by NAFED. Hence, once the tender is submitted the same will be treated as final and no alterations shall be accepted.

6.1.14 The loading of trucks with GPS to be made under Supply Valid supervision with the transport documents endorsed by the loading Supervising Team with stamp, name and signature of the quality team. The transporter will make all arrangements for safe transit of the consignment to the destination and shall ensure that the vehicle is loaded in such a way that it is delivered to the consignee in sound condition. The loaded truck will be weighed at the receipt point and the fuel position also be monitored at the dispatch and receipt point. The difference in the fuel of the truck will be adjusted accordingly for working out weight of the stock received. The unloaded truck be again weighed to determine the stock received.
6.1.15 Once the weight of the receipt stock is finalized, the receiving branch will make the entry of the received weight and the general quality of the stock. In case of any dispute/difference in quality and quantity, Supply Valid team will examine and report on the portal itself. 
6.1.16 If the consignment is delivered short of the destination or at some other destination, unless otherwise permitted by NAFED in writing, NAFED will not pay the freight charges to the transporter.

6.1.17 M/s Supply Valid to conduct quality checking at the time of dispatch and at the time of receipt of stock. Transporter shall ensure that Proper cover should be provided to the onion consignment while in transit and the consignment should be delivered to the consignee in sound condition to ensure that no damage occurs to the consignment. If any consignment is received in a damaged condition for want of proper cover, no freight charges for the consignment will be paid. Further, the transport contractor is liable to compensate the loss, if any, suffered by NAFED.

6.1.18 The truck in which goods meant for NAFED are loaded should be clean and in sound condition without holes, cracks, crevices, etc., in the floor and sides. If necessary, wooden ballies are to be provided to prevent bags from falling down and the floor of the truck should be provided with coir matting so that the bags are not damaged.

6.1.19 The payment would be made to the contractor after the delivery of the goods (Onion) at the destination and after submitting the bill along with the acknowledgment/receipts of the goods (Onion quantity to be mentioned) at the concerned destination in sound condition and within the permissible transit shortage. The bills shall be submitted to NAFED Nashik office and payment (subject to TDS and other statutory deductions as applicable) will be released by NAFED within 30 days of receipt of bills. The TDS certificate would be issued at the end of the financial year by the NAFED.
6.2 Penalties applicable to the transporters in case of deviation from the stated Terms and Conditions of the Transport Contractor:

6.2.1 In the event of a failure of the transporter to meet the prescribed delivery schedule of more than 24 hours for the placement of the trucks for loading of the trucks, NAFED will have the right to levy a penalty for the delayed period @ Rs. 500/- per truck per day for a delay in placement of the trucks beyond the designated deployment time. The vehicle required to be deployed within 24 hrs of indent placed by portal/Nafed branch subject to a maximum of 02 days upto Rs. 1000/- per truck thereafter in such cases, NAFED shall also have the right to appoint another transporter to complete the job and any extra expenditure incurred by NAFED shall be recoverable from the transporter either from the outstanding bills or bank guarantee.

6.2.2 Once the onion stock is delivered to the driver and Delivery challan is issued, it will be the responsibility of the transporter to transport the stock to given destination as per normal transit time depending upon distance to the destination from the day of dispatch and deliver the same in good condition. In case of delay in delivery of Onion stock at destination without any valid justification, Nafed will charge penalty as under of freight amount on delay beyond 24 hrs.  The justification will be deemed to be valid only if Nafed is informed of delay within 24 hours of such delay. The normal transit time shall be calculated based on the following lab:

6.2.3 Payment will be made through RTGS in favour of the transporter by the Nafed Nasik on the basis of the actual gross weight of the onion stated in the delivery challan and weighment slip at the time of loading on production of the certificate of receipt of the goods from the consignee. The cost on account of shortage in the consignment, penalty for the late delivery of the consignment, and value of damages to the consignment and value of transit loss above the permissible limit will be deducted by NAFED before making payment to the transporter.

6.2.4 No transhipment is allowed in between the destinations. For any reason such as breakdown accident, etc. if the work is stranded beyond reasonable limits, the transporter should make alternative arrangements for safe transportation of the goods by road within the prescribed delivery time limit. Except in extraordinary justifiable situations such as an accident, breakdown, road blockage, etc., no transhipment is allowed i.e. the truck received by the consignee should be the same as that into which the stock was loaded by the consignor as indicated in the Delivery challan /Truck Bilty /consignment note. If and when transhipment is resorted to and the truck No. is changed, the transporter shall justify the same to NAFED’s satisfaction. For delay/damage on account of transhipment not accepted by NAFED penalty shall be twice the penalty prescribed for normal delay/damage. Transhipment in event of extraordinary justifiable conditions may be covered in the insurance policy. The delay penalty applicable will be applicable as per clause 6.2.2.
6.2.5 Transit loss to the extent of 0.5 % of the quantity at the time of dispatch will be allowed. Value for transit loss exceeding 0.5% will be recovered from the transporter on actual purchase cost basis, at the time of releasing freight payment.
7  Regular Audits

NAFED reserves the right to conduct random and regular audits and inspections of the transport process any time during the contract period. Surprise inspections will be carried out to ensure compliance with the tender terms.

8 Goods in Transit Insurance
8.1  Insurance Coverage: The transporter must provide proof of goods in transit insurance that includes coverage for perishable goods. The insurance must cover losses due to spoilage resulting from temperature deviations, accidents, or other risks associated with the transportation of onions.
8.2 Documentation: Submit details of the insurance policy, including coverage limits and conditions, as part of the proposal. Ensure that the policy specifically addresses coverage for temperature-related issues and other relevant risks.
8.3 Insurance: The transporter shall take the insurance of consignment (Onion) from a recognized insurance company to cover the risk during the transit from the dispatch point to the destination, NAFED will not pay any extra charges on account of the same.

9. HOLIDAY LISTING AND INTEGRITY 

9.1 Nafed has adopted ethics of highest standard and a very high degree of integrity, transparency, commitments and sincerity towards the work undertaken.  While participating in the tender and performing under a Contract/Order, the Agencies are required to meet certain standard of integrity and adherence to the terms and conditions of the tender/contract.  In case Transporter fails to meet the standard benchmark of integrity, it is prudent to put the Transporter on holiday/banning list for specific periods in order to deter the Agencies from committing such defaults. 

9.2 Notwithstanding anything contained in this bid documents, NAFED’s policy for Holiday-Listing of an Agency mutatis mutandis applies to this agreement and in the event, the agency(s) while discharging its obligations under the Agreement or otherwise, come(s) within the ambit of the said policy, NAFED’s at its sole discretion reserves the right to suspend/discontinue dealings or take any curative measures with agency (s) in accordance with the policy in force.

10. Integrity Pact (IP) 

Integrity Pact may be an integral part of their in tender document as and when internally finalize in NAFED. Bidders are requested check the NAFED website from time to time for any corrigendum.

11.  PREVENTION OF FRAUD AND CORRUPTION

11.1 The Transporter shall be bound to take all measures necessary to prevent Fraud and Corruption while dealing with NAFED. Transporter agree and undertake to observe the principles/ provisions as laid down in “Fraud Prevention Policy” of NAFED during their participation in the tender process, during the execution of contract and in any other transaction with NAFED.

11.2 The Transporter shall not, directly or through any other person or firm, offer, promise or give or otherwise allow any of NAFED’s employees any material or other benefit which he/she is not legally entitled to, in order to obtain in exchange any advantage of any kind whatsoever during the tender process or during the execution of the contract.

11.3 The Transporter shall not enter with other Transporter into any undisclosed agreement or understanding, whether formal or informal. This applies in particular to prices, specifications, certifications, subsidiary contracts, submission or non-submission of bids or any other actions to restrict competitiveness or to introduce cartelization in the import process.

11.4 The Transporter shall not commit or allow any employees of NAFED to commit any offence under the relevant provisions of IPC/Prevention of Corruption Act; further the Transporter will not use improperly or allow any employee(s) of NAFED, for purposes of competition or personal gain, or pass onto others, any information or document provided by NAFED as per of the business relationship, including information contained or transmitted electronically.

11.5 The Transporter shall not instigate third persons to commit offences/activities outlined in Fraud Prevention Policy or be an accessory to such offences.

11.6 The Transporter if in possession of any information regarding fraud/suspected fraud, hereby agree and undertake to inform NAFED of same without any delay.

12.  Force Majeure
12.1  Force Majeure means any event or combination of events or circumstances beyond the control of the parties hereto which cannot (a) by the exercise of reasonable diligence, or (b) despite the adoption of reasonable precaution and/or alternative measures, be prevented, or caused to be prevented, and which adversely affects the abilities of the parties to perform obligations under this Agreement, which shall include but not be limited to: (a) Acts of God i.e. fire, drought, flood, earthquake, epidemics, natural disasters; (b) Explosions or accidents, air crashes and shipwrecks, act of terrorism; (c) Strikes or lock outs, industrial dispute; (e) War and hostilities of war, riots, bandh, act of terrorism or civil commotion; (f) The promulgation of or amendment in any law, rule or regulation or the issue of any injunction, court order or direction from any Governmental Authority that prevents or restricts a party from complying with any or all the terms and conditions as agreed in this Agreement; (h) Any event or circumstances analogous to the foregoing.

12.2  
Force Majeure shall also include unpredictable, unforeseen catastrophic and natural calamities or acts of God, beyond the control of both the parties and not brought about the instance of the party claiming to be affected by such event or which, if is anticipated or foreseeable could not be avoided or provided for and which has caused the non-performance or delaying performances, such as earthquake, flood, landslide, epidemic drought, hailstorm, high variation in temperature, fire, war, curfew, riots existing on or after the effective date of this agreement which prevents totally or partly the fulfilment of the obligations of one or both the parties.

12.3 Due to any Act or policy of the Government /local authorities or on account of any act of Govt. it becomes impossible to perform or continue with the agreement, the agreement shall automatically come to an end and in that event, the Transport Agency/Company shall not seek any specific performance of the agreement or claim any damages against the NAFED.

12.4 It is agreed between the parties that the performance of obligations under this agreement is subject to Force Majeure condition which shall mean any event or combination of events or circumstances beyond the control of the parties hereto.

12.5 
Neither party will be liable neither for performance delays nor for non-performance due to causes beyond its reasonable control, except for payment obligations.

12.6 
 During the continuance of the Force Majeure, Nafed reserves the right to alter or vary the terms and conditions of this Agreement or if the circumstances so warrant, the Nafed may also suspend the agreement for such period as is considered expedient, the Transport Agency / Company agrees and consents that they shall have no right to raise any claim, compensation of any nature whatsoever for or with regard to such suspension.

12.7 The Transport Agency / Company agrees and understands that if the Force Majeure condition continues for a long period, then the Nafed in its own judgment and discretion, may terminate this Agreement and in such case Society agrees that the they shall have no right or claim of any nature whatsoever and Nafed shall be released and discharged of all its obligations and liabilities under this Agreement

12.8 In the event of any order/decision taken by the State or/and Central Govt. qua stocks proposed to be sold by NAFED and in that eventuality NAFED is prohibited to sell such stocks, NAFED shall have the right and authority to stop selling of the stocks immediately and remove the stock without being responsible for any direct or indirect losses that may be sustained by the Society qua such removal or sale of stocks.

12.9 The party invoking Force Majeure shall provide to the other party confirmation of the existence of fact constituting Force Majeure. Such evidence shall consist of statement of certificate of any government department or agency. If such a statement is obtained by the party claiming Force Majeure may, as a substitute therefore, make a notarial statement and online describing in details the fact claimed to constitute Force Majeure or and the reasons, why such a certificate or statement confirming the existence of such facts cannot reasonably be obtained.

12.10 It is agreed between the parties that the performance of obligations under this agreement is subject to force majeure condition which shall mean any event or combination of events or circumstances beyond the control of the parties hereto.

12.11 Neither party will be liable neither for performance delays nor for non-performance due to causes beyond its reasonable control, except for payment obligations.

13. Special Terms & Conditions of Contract (SCC):

13.1 Successful tenderer shall enter into an agreement with NAFED as enclosed format annexed with the tender document and will provide a Bank Guarantee of Rs. 1,00,00,000 (Rs. One Crore) of two years validity in favour of NAFED Nashik (B) before entering into an agreement with NAFED on non-judicial stamp paper of Rs.500/- for implementation of the contract within 7 days of acceptance of the tender. 
13.2 Transporter should have statutory licenses with regard to EPF & ESIC, the same to be submitted along with tender documents.

13.3 It should be understood by the transporter that the NAFED’s goods i.e. Onion is of such nature that the same can be damaged due to mishandling and delay in transit shall not be acceptable and shall amount to breach of Tender condition. After having understood the same, the transporter shall be responsible for delivering the goods without deterioration in quality for any reason whatsoever and to make good any loss that NAFED may suffer on this account. NAFED’s losses are deductible from the bills of the transporter and or from the amount of bank guarantee/EMD and while doing so transportation charges will also be proportionately disallowed for such of the quantities reported short/damaged. In the event of NAFED’s loss exceeding the amount of the EMD, bank guarantee and the bills which may be payable to the transporter the latter shall pay the amount on demand from NAFED without any dispute.
13.4 Transporter must be able to provide the requisite number of trucks for dispatch of packed onion from NAFED Onion godowns at NASIK, AHMEDNAGAR, PUNE, AURANGABAD, BEED, OSMANABAD, SOLAPUR & DHULE DISTRICTS to various destinations as given in the tender document within 24 hrs of requisition by NAFED. While sending the truck to the consignor, the transporter will send a confirmation slip mentioning the particulars of the Truck & Driver for respective trucks via e-mail to Nafed Nasik branch. In case of failure by the transporter to provide the requisite number of trucks for dispatch of packed onion, the same will be arranged by NAFED at the risk and cost of the transporter. Any automation of this process on the Supply Valid portal, if required shall be taken forward. 
13.5 In case of deterioration to Onion or for the short supply of Onion in the truck found at the time of unloading at the destination, the same will be recovered from the transporter by adjusting from their bills or bank guarantee.

13.6 In the event of failure to deliver the consignment within the prescribed period, NAFED shall be free to make alternate arrangements for delivering the same at the risk and cost of the transporter and or forfeit the bank guarantee/EMD and or recover the damages arising out of such delays from the bank guarantee/EMD or from any sum payable to the transport contractor. NAFED may also initiate the following process: 
a) NAFED shall issue a show-cause notice to be sent to the transporter at their registered address through registered post extending an opportunity to the transporter for furnishing his defence in writing within 15 days from the date of receipt of show-cause notice. Scanned copy of the show cause notice shall also be sent on the official e-mail ID of the transport company. In the event of no reply being received after the stipulated period or if the reason cited in the reply furnished by the transport company are not supported by facts/supporting documents, the reply furnished by the transport company shall be considered as non-satisfactory, NAFED may take decision as deemed fit on the pending payment/bills submitted by the transporter and/or forfeit the EMD/BG or part thereof.
 b) NAFED may initiate arbitration proceedings and may appoint an Arbitrator to adjudicate the matter. The sole Arbitrator shall be appointed by the MD, NAFED, or his authorized nominee, and the decision of the Arbitrator shall be final and binding on both the parties. The venue for Arbitration shall be at New Delhi only.

13.7 The transporter shall have no right to increase the approved rate under any circumstances and no request for the same shall be entertained during the currency of the agreement.
13.8 EMD or such part thereof for the successful tenderer as has not been forfeited or adjusted will be refunded without interest to the transporter only on the expiry of the contract and on satisfactory completion of the work under the agreement and on production of no due/no demand certificate from the consignee relevant to the contract period and after deducting the outstanding dues, if any, against the transporter on account of shortage damage delayed lifting/delivery etc. NAFED reserves the right to revoke the Bank Guarantee in the event of failure of the transporter to produce an acknowledgment copy of the lorry receipt of the consignment note from the consignees or execute the transportation job to the NAFED’s satisfaction.

15.  Pricing, Performance, and Technology Terms for Onion Transportation

15.1      Fees, Rates, and Charges:
The Bidder must provide the Services and Deliverables to NAFED at the fees, rates, and charges set out in their proposal. These fees, rates and charges will remain fixed for the duration of the contract.

15.2 Most Favourable Pricing Terms:
The Bidder represents that these fees, rates, and charges are the most favourable pricing terms available to any customer of the Bidder (or any of its Affiliates). If, during the contract period, any other customer of the Bidder (or any of the Bidder’s Affiliates) obtains more favourable pricing terms than those provided to NAFED for similar services and deliverables, the Bidder will retroactively adjust the fees, rates, and charges under this contract to match the more favourable terms. The Bidder will promptly pay NAFED any amounts owed due to such retroactive fee adjustment.

16. Termination of the Contract:
16.1
Either Party can terminate the contract with not less than ninety (90) days’ written notice without having to provide any justification. The termination will be effective upon the expiry of the ninety (90) days’ notice period.
 16.2 
Termination for Material Breach:
If one Party is in material breach of any of its obligations under this contract, the other Party can give written notice that the breach must be remedied within thirty (30) days of receiving such notice (if such breach is capable of remedy). If the breaching Party does not remedy the breach within the thirty (30) days’ period or if the breach is not capable of remedy, the non-breaching Party can terminate the contract. Termination will be effective thirty (30) days after the non-breaching Party gives written notice of termination.

16.3 
Additional Termination Rights:

NAFED can terminate the contract with immediate effect upon delivery of a written notice of termination to the Contractor, without any liability for termination charges or any other liability: a. In accordance with ethical standards or data protection and security breaches. b. If the Contractor is adjudged bankrupt, becomes insolvent, or undergoes any materially adverse change in financial condition affecting its ability to perform obligations under this contract.
16.4 Consequences of Termination:
The termination of this contract will not affect any obligations or liabilities accrued prior to the effective date of termination. The provisions of this contract will continue to apply to any outstanding services until they are completed or terminated in accordance with the terms of this contract.
17. DURATION, APPLICABLE LAW & JURISDICTION 
17.1 The agreement between NAFED and the transporter shall be valid for a period of Twelve months from the date of execution.

              17.2 “This contract shall be governed by the Laws of India for the time being in force. All disputes and differences arising out of or in connection with this tender/contract shall be subject to the jurisdiction of the Courts at Nasik only except in case of arbitration where the seat of arbitration shall be New Delhi.”

17.3 All or any dispute arising out or touching upon or in relation to the terms of this tender document including the interpretation and validity of the terms thereof and the respective rights and obligations of the parties shall be settled amicably by mutual discussion failing which the same shall be settled through arbitration. The arbitration proceedings shall be governed by the Arbitration and Conciliation Act of 1966 (as amended up to the date) or any statutory amendments/modifications thereof for the time being in the force. The venue & seat of the arbitration shall be at New Delhi India and language of arbitration shall be English.

10. Transit loss to the extent of 0.5 % of the quantity at the time of dispatch will be allowed. Value for transit loss exceeding 0.5% will be recovered from the transporter on actual cost basis, at the time of releasing freight payment.

11. NAFED shall not be held responsible for hike in the cost of diesel, petrol, tax, octroi etc., by Government of India / State Government etc. during the agreement period. The TDS certificate would be issued at the end of the financial year by the NAFED. 

14. Payment will be made though RTGS in favour of the transporter by the Nafed Nasik on the basis of the actual net weight of the onion stated in the delivery challan and weighment slip at the time of loading on production of the certificate of receipt of the goods from the consignee. The cost on account of shortage in the consignment, penalty for the late delivery of the consignment and value of damages to the consignment and value of transit loss above the permissible limit will be deducted by NAFED before making payment to the transporter.

15. The transporter shall ensure that (a) Hooks are not used for handling the bags (b) the trucks are covered with double tarpaulins which are perfectly water proof, leak proof and in sound conditions to avoid damage by rain etc. (c) the consignment is never exposed or kept open and (d) the entire transportation is made only by road and not by any other mode of transportation.
16. In the event of losses & damages of onion in transit from the point of its loading till it is safely delivered at given destination, the transporter shall be responsible for all the losses and damages and cost of same will be recovered from transporter from the amount of EMD and security deposit. It shall be incumbent upon the transporter to make the transit of the goods in compliance to the transit insurance policy taken by them and any violation of the policy terms and rejection of the claim, if any by the insurance company in the event claim is made against the Transit Insurance Policy, the transporter shall solely be responsible for any loss occurred to Nafed and shall be recoverable from payable amount to the transporter as per costing of onion. 

17. No transhipment is allowed in between the destinations. For any reason such as breakdown accident, etc. if the work is stranded beyond reasonable limits, the transporter should make alternative arrangements for safe transportation of the goods by road within the prescribed delivery time limit. Except in extraordinary justifiable situations such as an accident, breakdown, road blockage, etc., no transhipment is allowed i.e. the truck received by the consignee should be the same as that into which the stock was loaded by the consignor as indicated in the Delivery challan /Truck Bilty /consignment note. If and when transhipment is resorted to and the truck No. is changed, the transporter shall justify the same to NAFED’s satisfaction. For delay/damage on account of transhipment not accepted by NAFED penalty shall be twice the penalty prescribed for normal delay/damage. Transhipment in event of extraordinary justifiable conditions may be covered in the insurance policy.
18. In case of any eventuality like theft/breakdown of truck/accident occurs while in transit, the same should be brought to the notice of Nafed-Nasik and also FIR is to be lodged immediately at the nearest Police Station. Arrangements to inform the insurance company also to be done on immediate basis. 
19. This agreement does not confer any right on the transporter to demand that the entire work should necessarily or exclusively be entrusted to him. NAFED reserves the right to appoint one or more transporters and distribute the work among them during the currency of this agreement and no claim for compensation shall be against NAFED on account of such division of work. No transporter can demand division of work but NAFED may empanel/award more than one transporter on L-1 rates so that the movement of Onion is not hampered due to non-availability of trucks.

20. The transporter will be entirely responsible for obtaining the GST- eway bill form etc. (if any) wherever necessary such as for inter-state entry free passage etc, failure to obtain these forms from consignor and the resultant delay will be entirely at the risk of the transporter and NAFED will not be liable to pay any charge on account of detention of trucks for want of any permit/clearance.
21. Transporter shall not withhold the delivery of the consignment for any reason whatsoever and shall be solely responsible for any loss that NAFED may sustain on account of such non delivery. In the event of non-delivery of the consignment at the destination the transporter shall bear the entire actual cost of the packed onion stock in full. 
22. No endorsement shall be made on the Delivery Challan /Bilty / Consignment note to the effect that the consignment is carried at the owner’s risk and it should be on Carrier’s risk only.
23. The agreement to which these terms and conditions form a part shall be in force till the job for which the transporter has been engaged is completed to the entire satisfaction of NAFED and this can be extended further on mutual consent in writing.

24. In case the performance of the transporter is not found to be satisfactory during the currency of the agreement, Nafed can prematurely terminate the agreement after giving 30 days’ notice.

25. Transporter will also submit the copy of PF Deposit Challan in respect of their Driver and Assistants along with the transportation bill.  However, in case the Transporter is not covered under PF Rules, he will give an undertaking in this regard.  

26. Transporter will ensure the trucks are fully insured to the value of vehicle and Driver and Assistant are fully insured and the responsibility for such personnel’s will be solely of the transporter.

27. Loading charges at the origin during dispatch and unloading charges at destination during delivery, if any, shall be borne by the transporter and covered in the quoted rates.

28. In case any vehicle carrying and illegal / hazardous goods along with the Onion Stock of Nafed, the responsibility of any legal / criminal / and financial loss will be the responsibility of the concerned Transport agency empanelled with Nafed. Any quality deterioration / losses incurred to the stored Onion, the cost of the Onion will be recovered from the Transport Agency. 

29. FORCE MAJEURE
29.1 Force Majeure means any event or combination of events or circumstances beyond the control of the parties hereto which cannot (a) by the exercise of reasonable diligence, or (b) despite the adoption of reasonable precaution and/or alternative measures, be prevented, or caused to be prevented, and which adversely affects the abilities of the parties to perform obligations under this Agreement, which shall include but not be limited to: (a) Acts of God i.e. fire, drought, flood, earthquake, epidemics, natural disasters; (b) Explosions or accidents, air crashes and shipwrecks, act of terrorism; (c) Strikes or lock outs, industrial dispute; (e) War and hostilities of war, riots, bandh, act of terrorism or civil commotion; (f) The promulgation of or amendment in any law, rule or regulation or the issue of any injunction, court order or direction from any Governmental Authority that prevents or restricts a party from complying with any or all the terms and conditions as agreed in this Agreement; (h) Any event or circumstances analogous to the foregoing.

29.2 
Force Majeure shall also include unpredictable, unforeseen catastrophic and natural calamities or acts of God, beyond the control of both the parties and not brought about the instance of the party claiming to be affected by such event or which, if is anticipated or foreseeable could not be avoided or provided for and which has caused the non-performance or delaying performances, such as earthquake, flood, landslide, epidemic drought, hailstorm, high variation in temperature, fire, war, curfew, riots existing on or after the effective date of this agreement which prevents totally or partly the fulfilment of the obligations of one or both the parties.

29.3 
Due to any Act or policy of the Government /local authorities or on account of any act of Govt. it becomes impossible to perform or continue with the agreement, the agreement shall automatically come to an end and in that event, the Transport Agency/Company shall not seek any specific performance of the agreement or claim any damages against the NAFED.

29.4 It is agreed between the parties that the performance of obligations under this agreement is subject to Force Majeure condition which shall mean any event or combination of events or circumstances beyond the control of the parties hereto.

29.5
Neither party will be liable neither for performance delays nor for non-performance due to causes beyond its reasonable control, except for payment obligations.

29.6
 During the continuance of the Force Majeure, Nafed reserves the right to alter or vary the terms and conditions of this Agreement or if the circumstances so warrant, the Nafed may also suspend the agreement for such period as is considered expedient, the Transport Agency / Company agrees and consents that they shall have no right to raise any claim, compensation of any nature whatsoever for or with regard to such suspension.

29.7 The Transport Agency / Company agrees and understands that if the Force Majeure condition continues for a long period, then the Nafed in its own judgment and discretion, may terminate this Agreement and in such case Society agrees that the they shall have no right or claim of any nature whatsoever and Nafed shall be released and discharged of all its obligations and liabilities under this Agreement

29.8 In the event of any order/decision taken by the State or/and Central Govt. qua stocks proposed to be sold by Nafed and in that eventuality Nafed is prohibited to sell such stocks, NAFED shall have the right and authority to stop selling of the stocks immediately and remove the stock without being responsible for any direct or indirect losses that may be sustained by the Society qua such removal or sale of stocks.

29.9 The party invoking Force Majeure shall provide to the other party confirmation of the existence of fact constituting Force Majeure. Such evidence shall consist of statement of certificate of any government department or agency. If such a statement is obtained by the party claiming Force Majeure may, as a substitute therefore, make a notaries statement and online describing in details the fact claimed to constitute Force Majeure or and the reasons, why such a certificate or statement confirming the existence of such facts cannot reasonably be obtained.

29.10 It is agreed between the parties that the performance of obligations under this agreement is subject to force majeure condition which shall mean any event or combination of events or circumstances beyond the control of the parties hereto.

29.11 Neither party will be liable neither for performance delays nor for non-performance due to causes beyond its reasonable control, except for payment obligations.

30. General Provisions
30.1 Indemnification: That the Transport Agency / Company hereby covenants to the NAFED to pay from time to time and at all times, the amounts which the Transport Agency / Company is liable to pay as agreed and to observe and perform all the covenants and conditions of procurement and to keep the NAFED and its agents and representatives, estate and effects, indemnified and harmless against the said payments and observance and performance of the said covenants and conditions and also against any loss or damages that the NAFED may suffer as a result of non-payment, non-observance or non performance of the said covenants and conditions by the Transport Agency / Company.

30.2 Compliance with Laws, Notifications etc: That the Transport Agency / Company confirms that it has entered into this transaction with the full knowledge and understanding of this Agreement and subject to all the laws and notifications and rules applicable to this area, including terms and conditions laid down by the Government of Maharashtra and Govt. of India and the undertakings given by the NAFED to the Competent Authority of the Government of Maharashtra., Govt of India in this regard and that the Transport Agency / Company has familiarized itself with all the aforesaid and other applicable agreements, arrangements, undertakings, conditions on inspection of the documents with the NAFED.

30.3. Notices and Communications: That, the Transport Agency / Company shall inform the NAFED in writing any change in the mailing address mentioned in this Agreement failing which all demands, notices etc. by the NAFED shall be mailed to the address given in this Agreement and deemed to have been received by the Transport Agency /Company.

30.4 Binding Effect: That, the execution of this Agreement will be complete only upon its execution by the NAFED through its Authorized Signatory at the NAFED Office in Nashik after the copies duly executed by the Transport Agency / Company are received by the NAFED. Hence this Agreement shall be deemed to have been executed at Nashik even if the Transport Agency / Company has prior thereto executed this Agreement at any place(s) other than Nashik.

30.5 Right to join as an affected party: That, the Transport Agency / Company agree(s) that the NAFED shall have right to join as an affected party in any appropriate court if the NAFED's rights under this Agreement are likely to be affected/prejudiced in any manner by the decision of the court on such suit/complaint in which the Transport Agency/Company is a party. The Transport Agency / Company agree to keep the NAFED fully informed at all times in this regard.

30.6 Captions/Headings: That, the captions/headings in this Agreement are for easy reading and convenience and are of indicative nature only and in no way define, limit or describe the scope of this Agreement or the intent of any provision hereof. The true interpretation of any matter/clause in this Agreement shall be done by reading the various clauses and the Agreement as a whole and not in isolation or in parts or in terms of captions provided.

30.7 Laws of India: That, the rights and obligations of the parties under or arising out of this Agreement shall be construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of Republic of India.

30.8 Execution of Agreement: That, two copies of this Agreement shall be executed and the NAFED shall retain the original and a copy of this Agreement shall be sent to the Transport Agency /Company for its reference and record.

30.9 Entire Agreement: That, this Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and revokes and supersedes all previous agreements between the parties concerning the matter concerned herein whether oral, written or implied and variation in any of the terms hereof, except under the signature of the Authorized Signatory of the NAFED, shall not be binding on the NAFED.

30.10 Certain References. That, for all intents and purposes and for the purpose of the terms and conditions set out in this Agreement, singular includes plural and masculine includes the feminine gender and the words 'it, they, its,' and such like words as may be occurring in this Agreement shall carry the same meaning and purpose as the word 'Transport Agency' / Company so far as the context may permit.

30.11 Right to amend terms and conditions: (i) That, the Transport Agency / Company agrees and understands that terms and conditions of the Agreement may be modified/amended by the NAFED in accordance with any directions/order of any court of law, Governmental Authority, in compliance with applicable law and such amendment shall be binding on the 'Transport Agency / Company. (ii) The NAFED further reserves the right to correct, modify, amend or change all the Annexure attached to this Agreement and also Annexure which are indicated to be tentative at any time.

30.12 Severability. (i) That, the provisions of this Agreement are severable: if any such provision is deemed invalid or unenforceable, the applicability or validity of any other provision shall not be affected. In addition if any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid or unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction including but not limited to as any periods of time, territories or business activity, such provision will be deemed modified to the extent necessary to render it valid and enforceable. (ii) That, the terms and conditions of this agreement shall prevail upon all the terms and conditions mentioned in any other publicity, document or other communication to the extent the same is contrary to present the Agreement.

30.13 Waiver not a limitation to enforce. (i) That, failure of either party to enforce at any time or for any period of time the provisions hereof shall not be construed to be waiver of any provisions or of the right thereof to enforce each and every provision. (ii) That, any express or implied waiver by the NAFED of any default shall not constitute a waiver of any other default by the 'Transport Agency / Company or a waiver of any of the NAFED rights. All original rights and powers of the NAFED under this Agreement will remain in full force, notwithstanding any neglect, forbearance or delay in the enforcement thereof by the NAFED, and the NAFED shall not be deemed to have waived any of its rights, or any provision of this Agreement, or any notice given hereunder, unless such waiver be provided in writing by NAFED, and any waiver by the NAFED of any breach by the Allottee of the Agreement, shall not be deemed a waiver of any continuing or recurring breach by the 'Transport Agency/ Company of the Agreement.

31. DURATION, APPLICABLE LAW & JURISDICTION

The agreement to be executed between Nafed and the transporter shall be valid for a period of 12 (Twelve) months from the date of execution of the agreement

 “This agreement shall be dealt in accordance to the Law of Republic of India and subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of courts at Nasik, in the event any dispute between the parties exclusively pertaining to the tender process arise during the course of this process”.

b) 
All or any dispute arising out or touching upon or in relation to the terms of the tender document including the interpretation and validity of the terms thereof and the respective rights and obligations of the parties shall be settled amicably by mutual discussion failing which the same shall be settled through arbitration. The arbitration proceedings shall be governed by the Arbitration and Conciliation Act of 1966 (as amended up to the date) or any statutory amendments/modifications thereof for the time being in the force.  The venue& seat of the arbitration shall be at New Delhi India and language of arbitration shall be English.
