National Agricultural Cooperative Marketing Federation of India Ltd. (NAFED) invites Expression of Interest (EOI) in sealed cover from eligible Co-operative Society/Cooperative socities, as per eligibility criteria laid down hereinafter for empanelment as Support Agency for Procurement, storage, maintenance and dispatch including related miscellaneous activities of Onion (hereafter read as “Onion Operation”) under Price Stabilization Fund Scheme of Govt. of India. 
1. PURPOSE AND SCOPE OF WORK FOR WHICH EOI IS INVITED:
NAFED is one of the Central Nodal Agency of Department of Consumer Affairs (DoCA), Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distribution, Government of India for Onion Operation under Price Stabilization Fund Scheme (PSF). 

In order to undertake the work of Onion Operation of the scheme, in accordance with the guidelines and Agreement of Nafed / DoCA, NAFED seeks to empanel additional eligible Support Agencies.
2. ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA 
i. PRIMARY AGRICULTURE CO-OPERATIVE  SOCIETIES/ COOPERATIVE SOCIETIES AS DEFINED UNDER MAHARSHTRA COOPERTAIVE SOCIETY ACT 1960 / NAFED’s MEMBER SOCITIES, herein after referred as “Cooperative Society” registered under the relevant Act of the State / Central Government etc.  
ii. The applicant should have a minimum cumulative turnover of INR 50.00 Lakhs of onion/allied agricultural commodities business during last three year F.Y. 2022-23,F.Y. 2023-24 andF.Y. 2024-25 till 28.02.2025 duly certified by Charted Accountant. It should have positive net worth duly certified by Chartered Accountant. 
iii. Cooperative Societies which have been aced either “A” or “B” grade rating by the statutory auditors consistently in last three financial years 2022-23, 2023-24 and 2024-2025 till 28.02.25 duly certified by Chartered Accountant.
iv. The applicant should have a working capital of Rs. 10.00 Lakhs as on 28.02.25 duly certified by a Chartered Accountant. Farmers list along with their registration number, village, district, geo-tagged data in the form of geo-coordinates (Latitude and Longitude) of the onion farm in which onion is under cultivation is to be compulsorily attached with the EOI application, in the absence of which application will be summarily rejected. The working capital and net worth certificate duly certified by a registered/practicing CA is to be attached to the application. Out of the member farmers’ list provided by the Support Agency, atleast 50% of the member farmers should be small and marginal category and the quantum of onion procurement is to be done in the same proportion.
v. The applicants should not have been barred/ blacklisted at any time by Nafed/ NCCF  or any of its Support Agencies or any Central Government Department or its Agency / Public Sector Unit (PSU) of the Central Government or any State Government.  A notarized legal undertaking shall be required to be enclosed with the bid document. If any bidder is found to have been barred/blacklisted at a later stage of EOI or even after selection, the legal action shall be initiated against such agency.  
vi. In case any Co-operative Society has worked with different Nodal Agency or its agency for the PSF Onion operations in past, it shall submit an NOC from the earlier / previous Agency certifying that there has not been any default by the concerned Society in the PSF operation carried out in the past.  
vii. The selected agency should have following skilled professionals/experts in regular employment to ensure timely and efficient operation:
Accounts Staff – Minimum 02 Personnel 

Marketing Staff – Minimum 02 Personnel 
Data Entry Operator- Minimum 02 Personnel

Quality Checker - Minimum 04 Personnel

viii. The selected agency shall ensure the availability of sound storage infrastructure with the availability of all standard facilities as prescribed in this EoI. It will be essential to obtain the pre-storage inspection certificate from joint inspection of DoCA appointed inspecting agency i.e. Supply Valid and NAFED team before commencement of the procurement/ storage.   
ix. The applicants should have PAN, GST, TAN number and other statutory approvals for doing business in State. 

x. The applicants should have relevant experience of procurement, storage & sale of onion and other horticultural crops in the past. The copy of work orders/bills along with self-declaration should be enclosed, which may be verified for correctness. 

xi. The selected agencies should submit the Bank Guarantee /FD in favour of NAFED for an amount of Rs 5 Lakh per 1000 MT and multiples thereof for the allotted quantity after its selection and before commencement of procurement / storage of Onion. The BG / FD shall have validity of 24 Months from the date of selection of the support agency. In case of any losses/recovery/misconduct of work/breach of EOI/agreement terms & conditions, Bank Guarantee will be revoked. Whenever the performance Guarantee falls short of the specified amount of the BG or deposit the procuring agency shall, make good the deficit so that the total amount of the performance Guarantee shall not, at any time, be less than the specified amount. After completion of satisfactory work and submission of all documents/information with no payment pending of Nafed of any nature, the Bank Guarantee shall be returned within one year of the closure of the operation.
xii. The application should be filed only by the duly authorized official of the eligible bidder as per the law. 
xiii. This EOI is being floated for procurement of 1.50 Lakh MTs onion with a cap of maximum 15 Support Agencies for appointment however, depending upon requirement the same may be increased/decreased and is at full discretion of NAFED. 
xiv. The selected agencies should submit the Bank Guarantee with Structured Finance Managing System (SFMS) /FD/Demand Draft/Online payment.

xv. Annexure 8 may be submitted for cumulative Turnover duly certified by Chartered Accountant.
3. Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) and Tender Fee
Every bidder shall furnish as part of its Technical Bid, interest-free EMD of Rs. 1,00,000/-(Indian Rupees One Lakhs Only) and must be accompanied with non-refundable processing fee of Rs.1,180/- (Rupees one thousand one hundred eighty Only) inclusive GST into the designated account, as follows:

NAFED shall reject the Technical Bid as non-responsive if it is not accompanied by the EMD as well as Tender Fee as required under the terms of this e-Tender.

The EMD of all Bidders, except for the Successful Bidder(s) shall be refunded & NAFED shall not be liable to pay any interest to any Bidder on the EMD.

NAFED reserves the right to forfeit the EMD, in whole or part, to compensate for any damages, losses, or costs incurred. 

4. SCOPE OF WORK:

i. The selected Support Agency will mobilize Farmers to register themselves on the dedicated portal by themselves or through the Support Agency. 
ii. It will arrange proper publicity of the procurement operation through hoardings, banners, pamphlets and other means, as directed by Nafed. 
iii. It will undertake procurement of Onion under PSF from farmers who have grown Onion during Rabi 25 season of the quality specifications as prescribed and annexed at Annexure-2.
iv. It will arrange purchase of the Rabi onion from the registered farmers who will offer their own stock for sale at the daily Market rates/ rates as fixed and decided by NAFED Branch, following approved pricing formula of DoCA.  

v. It will utilize its own or hired pre-inspected storage infrastructure within the production hub for storage of Onion. It will ensure the availability and functioning of the applications/ instruments etc. as agreed and decided in the EoI for empanelment for smooth operation. 
vi. The Support Agency shall make arrangements of adequate labor both at the time of procurement as well as dispatch for all the activities related to procurement, storage, sorting and grading, dispatch and all related activities of the operation. If the Support Agency fails to arrange laborers at the time of dispatch, NAFED is liable to appoint labourers at the storage locations through the empanelled labourer contractor and the cost so incurred shall be debited from the Composite cost payable to the Support Agency.
vii. It will be the primary responsibility of the Support Agency to ensure quality control and proper maintenance of stocks during storage period by carrying out regular inspections and submissions of the health report of the stock to NAFED on fortnightly basis.
viii. It will be essential for the Support Agency to ensure that each procurement centre is properly and adequately equipped with IT hardware and skilled manpower to handle the IT hardware and other software solutions.

ix. The appointed agencies will mandatory open sub office in their concern mandi and inform daily prices to the farmers and location of purchase.
x. It will be the prime responsibility of the Support Agency on its behalf and on behalf of its sub-Agencies to ensure that the data / information required of the operation in completeness is uploaded on specified time on the portal of Department of Consumer Affairs, GOI.  Non-uploading of the information on time will be treated as violation/ deficiency in the performance of the Support Agency and shall be treated as non-performance as per the clause of performance guarantee. Nafed reserves the right to penalize the support agency for such defaults by way of imposition of fine / penalty / de-empanelment from the procurement operation of present as well future. 
xi. The Support Agency shall ensure to meet the weekly and monthly targets as may be specified by Nafed to meet the overall target of the support agency within the procurement period.  The support agency shall take all required measures to meet the target on time in most economical manner including the purchase cost for the National buffer. Individual targets to the procuring/support agencies shall be allotted after the finalization of procuring/support agencies based on their ranking in the EOI.
xii. Support Agency should have experienced Nodal Officer for each cluster of procurement center operating in the Taluka in the Districts covered by the agency for all operations related to procurement of Onion.  The Nodal Officer will also be responsible for any queries from the farmers and the name and an active mobile number of the nodal officer of society engaged in procurement will be published in the local newspapers for benefit of the farmers to locate the procurement centers without any hassle. 
xiii. Support Agency shall ensure that instructions given by Nafed/DoCA from time to time are followed at each center for farmer registration including bank account details, entry and updating of land and crop records. 
xiv. As the payment has to be done directly to the farmers by NAFED, Support Agency shall be responsible to ensure that the bank details of farmers are correct and there is no mismatch with the actual bank account details in order to avoid any mistake in the payment through the approved portal/system modes and no offline farmer payments shall be permitted. The payment to the beneficiary farmers shall be made as per the laid down procedure and set timelines, subject to operational difficulties/delays, if any. In the event, payment is not ed in the account of the concerned farmer on account of mismatch of bank details as above and any liability of whatsoever nature on account of this cast upon Nafed, the support agency shall solely be responsible to indemnify Nafed for such liability. The farmers’ bank account to be entered on the portal will be the one which is linked to their Aadhaar Number for better verification of the individual farmers. 
xv. All transactions between the Support Agency and any third parties/farmers shall be carried out as between the two principals without reference in any event to the NAFED. The procurement from farmers will be done through POS (Point of Sale) machine as far as possible at the procurement centers and procurement will be done on successful biometric verification of the farmer. The Support Agency undertakes to make such third parties fully aware of the position aforesaid. All persons employed, whether directly or indirectly, by the Support agency shall be engaged by Support agency as their own employee in all respects and in no way, they shall be the employee of the Nafed. The Support agency shall be liable for all payments to their employees and shall also follow the labour and other statutory laws so applicable.

xvi. Support agency shall, in its own individual capacity, be responsible to discharge all its statutory and contractual obligations properly and promptly and shall be responsible for any acts of omission or commission committed by its employees/agency.

xvii. Nafed will not be liable for any default or acts or omission or commission of the Support agency towards third parties or the employees. It will be the responsibility of the Support agency to indemnify NAFED if, any claim made by the Third Party against NAFED.

xviii. Support Agency will ensure to submit the purchase bills and other supporting documents at Nafed Office on time and within one week from the date of purchase.

xix. There shall be no guarantee of work to be given to empanelled Support Agency. In case of no work, the Support Agency shall have no claim for any losses or damages whatsoever against NAFED or its nominated / assigned agency.

xx. NAFED reserves the right to determine the number of Support Agency/ies for the given work at any given point of time, based on turnover volume, efficiency of operations or any other factors as determined by NAFED.

xxi. NAFED shall be at liberty to  recover any damages, losses, charges, costs or expenses suffered or incurred by it due to Support Agency’s negligence and un-workmanlike performance of Services under the contract or breach of any terms thereof. The total sum claimed shall be deducted from any sum then due or which at any time hereafter may become due to the Support Agency under this or any other contract with the NAFED. In the event of such sum being insufficient, the balance of the total sum claimed and recoverable from the Support Agency as aforesaid shall be deducted from the Performance Guarantee furnished by the Support Agency. Should this sum also be not sufficient to cover the full amount claimed, the Support Agency shall pay to the NAFED on demand the remaining balance of the aforesaid sum claimed.

xxii. The Support Agency shall ensure the recovery of agreed A Grade percentage. The excess loss, if any, will be recovered from Support agency. The finalized percentage quantity of A Grade shall be determined after receipt of bids from the applicant and the same has to be agreed by successful bidders before commencement of work. 
5. SELECTION PARAMETER, BID EVALUATION AND QUANTITY  TARGET ALLOCATION:
The bidders shall be required to quote their highest recovery percentage of A Grade over and above the minimum recovery percentage of 68% of A Grade of the deposited weight at the time of purchase and storage. The normal storage period for the above recoveries shall be taken as four months from the date of storage. Normally, the evacuation / dispatch shall follow First in First out (FIFO). In case of longer storage or unforeseen circumstances, relaxation in recovery of the above percentages may be considered by Nafed in consultation with the Department of Consumer Affairs. However, this relaxation will not be taken as a matter of right by the Support Agencies but shall be decided by Nafed in consultation with the Department of Consumer Affairs on merit. 

The bidders shall be required to quote their highest offered recovery percentage of A Grade along with their composite expenses on procurement, storage, grading, sorting, watch & ward and all related expenses on per quintal basis and the recovery percentage submitted in the technical bid and financial bid needs to be in password protected pdf format and submitted through email only. Any bids received without the above format may duly be rejected. Any supporting documents needs to be deposited in the Tender Box at the above Nafed State Office. No separate expenses or charges of any nature except statutory charges shall be payable over & above the agreed composite expenses. These expenses shall be calculated on the weight purchased and stored, uploaded on the portal.

Explanation: 

If the financial quote bidders are Rs. 500, Rs1000, Rs. 1500, the bidder with the lowest bid i.e. Rs. 500/- will be L1 and will get 100 Points. The L2, L3  & so on bidders will get points as follows:

L2 bidders points:  = (100 /1000) X 500 =  50

L3 bidder points    = (100/1500) X 500  = 33.33

Note: The overall weightage of Technical bid in the evaluation is 70% and that of Financial bid is 30 %.
Based on the above calculation, the final score card of all the bidders shall be prepared.  The H1 of the recovery percentage and L1 of the composite expenses have to be matched by all interested bidders to qualify for quantity allocation.  The quantity allocation shall be made in following manner:
i. Top 5 scorer shall be awarded 10000 MTs each for procurement.

ii. Next 5 top scorer shall be awarded 9000 MTs each for procurement.

iii. Next 5 top scorer shall be awarded 8000 MTs each for procurement. 

The above shall be subject to fulfillment of other conditions of EoI and availability of sound pre-approved storage infrastructure with the bidders. 

6. Short listing and engagement:

NAFED reserves the right to shortlist and engage Support Agency at its sole discretion and will not be liable to answer demands/queries from bidders/ non-bidders, not shortlisted or engaged. It also reserves the right to cancel this Expression of Interest, without assigning any reason at any stage. Empanelment does not guarantee any allocation of work, which must be expressly agreed and understood by the empanelled agency. Any claim or consequential loss, if any shall not be entertained by Nafed due to non-allocation /curtailment of allocation at any stage.
Out of total allocated stock i.e is 1.5 lac Mts, 50% will be distributed amongst the NAFED member societies & remaining will be for other cooperative societies. In case member societies are not able to fulfill the complete quota then the balance quota can be transferred to the other cooperative societies and PACS. 
7. TERMS & CONDITIONS OF EOI: Participating bidders shall expressly confirm in writing the acceptance of terms & conditions of this EoI without any exception of any of the conditions and the spirit thereof by submitting the signed copy of this EoI along with following conditions and compliances:
i. CONFIDENTIALITY
The Support Agency and its employees shall undertake to maintain absolute confidentiality and shall not divulge in any way any information relating to the conversations, events, ideas, concepts, know-how, techniques, data, facts, figures and all information concerning or relating to agency of Govt. of India and its affairs to which the Support Agency their employees etc have access, in the course of performance of the contract.

ii. STATUTORY REQUIREMENTS

Support Agency will be responsible for fulfilling all the Statutory Liabilities by them as well as by their procuring sub-agencies. The Empanelled agencies will be required to execute a legal agreement with Nafed. 
iii. SUBMISSION OF EOI

NAFED invites Expression of Interest (EOI) from eligible and interested parties to take up the assignment. The format of application is placed at Annexure-I  (Please enclose the support documents as per the annexures). EOI complete in all respect with all supporting documents along with completely filled Annexure-I  (Whichever applicable) with page number in an envelope securely closed (Sealed), Super scribed with EOI Ref No. should be submitted within the due time by closing date with the covering envelop superscribed with the name and detail of the bidding agency. Any bid offer received after the prescribed time schedule shall not be accepted. 
iv. There shall be separate legal clauses pursuant to the award of work and shall be incorporated in the Service Level Agreement to be executed between Nafed and successful bidder. The obligations between Nafed and successful bidder post award of the work shall be dealt in accordance to the terms and conditions of the Service Level Agreement which shall prevail over the terms and conditions and scope of work as laid down in this EOI in case of any inconsistency.

· Should either have owned weighbridge of sufficient capacity to weigh truck loads or a working weighbridge should be available in close proximity.
· Should have 24x7 electricity power connection sufficient to take the power load requirement with power back up for at least running the NIGHT VISION CCTV cameras.
· All such storage infrastructure should be within the broadband range of mobile data, so that timely information of the purchase, storage, dispatch, transport etc. related to the operation is timely uploaded by the support agency. 
· All selected storage infrastructure to prominently place a permanent iron hoarding with minimum dimension as prescribed by Nafed with proper display of the name of the scheme, Nafed’s logo with name, agency name, its nodal officer name and mobile no., the operating, its nodal officer name and mobile no., storage capacity, no. of chawls, placement of QR for displaying the daily purchase rate/ self registration by the farmer etc. The rates should also be circulated in the Gram Panchayat offices in vicinity of procurement center. This structure should be placed before the commencement of procurement. In addition to the display of daily procurement rates at the procurement center, it is also compulsory to install a prominent banner in the nearby APMCs for clear information of on-going procurement for the benefit of farmers. The Support Agency, with due permission from the APMC authorities can place a procurement help-desk within the APMC premise and ask the farmers to register themselves and sell their stocks at NAFED’s procurement center.
· Proper sitting arrangement for the farmers, visiting officials etc. with arrangement of drinking water, guard room, etc. should be ensured. 
· A working office with laptop/ computer and a trained staff should be available. 
· Shall ensure fixing of QR codes on every chawl and maintenance of the storage data, as required by designated portal/ Branch. 
· Shall have facility to evacuate the stored stock on FIFO basis strictly. 
· It should be exclusive storage facility only for Nafed and no part of the facility even if vacant should be utilized for any other procuring agency or private trade or for self use. 
· NAFED will provide the information of farmers from whom stock is procured to the State Government Administration for verification of genuinity of farmers from whom stocks are procured by the Support Agencies. A letter will also be sent to District Administration prior to commencement of procurement wherein the State Government will be asked to depute their personnel at the procurement centers in order to supervise the procurement and see that small and marginal farmers are benefitted in large numbers.
· The storage locations shall be within a radius of 1 km from the procurement centers.
· It will be the responsibility of procuring agency to ensure safe storage of the onion procured for PSF buffer.
· Procuring agency shall provide weekly update on the quality of onion stored(Health Report of the stored stock).
· All the storage locations have to be geo-tagged and the geo-tagged photographs and videographs have to be shared with NAFED/Supply Valid.

(NAFED), an apex level Co-operative Marketing Federation, registered under the provisions of   Multi State Cooperative Societies Act, 2002 (as amended up to date), having its Head Office at Nafed House, Siddhartha Enclave, Ashram Chowk, New Delhi-110014 through ................. (hereinafter referred to as the “The Principal”, as the context may require or admit, which expression shall, unless excluded by or  repugnant to the subject or context or meaning  thereof, be deemed to  mean and include its representatives, nominees, affiliates, successors and permitted assigns) of the ONE PART And
And

......................a society incorporated under the ........................ dated........ Mr./Mrs.   and having its registered office at ___________  which expression shall, unless repugnant or contrary to the context or meaning thereof, be deemed to mean and include its successors, authorized signatories and permitted assigns) of the OTHER PART........................................., 

PREAMBLE

A. The Principal intends to award, under laid down organizational procedures, contract/s for …………………………………….. The Principal values full compliance with all relevant laws of the land, rules, regulations, economic use of resources and of fairness/transparency in its relations with its Bidder(s) and/or Contractor (s).

B. In order to achieve these goals, the Principal will appoint Independent External Monitors (IEMs) to monitor the tender process and the execution of the contract with the bidders/contractors/vendors for compliance with the principles mentioned in this Integrity Pact.

Article: 1- Commitments of the Principal

1. The Principal commits itself to take all measures necessary to prevent corruption and to observe the following principles:-

a) No employee of the Principal, personally or through family members, will in connection with the tender for, or the execution of a contract, demand; take a promise for or accept, for self or third person, any material or immaterial benefit which the person is not legally entitled to.

b) The Principal will, during the tender process treat all Bidder (s) with equity and reason.  The Principal will in particular, before and during the tender process, provide to all Bidder(s) the same information and will not provide to any Bidder(s) confidential/additional information through which the Bidder(s) could obtain an unfair advantage in relation to the tender process or the contract execution.

c) The Principal will exclude from the process all known prejudiced persons.

2. If the Principal obtains information on the conduct of any of its employees which is a criminal offence under the IPC/PC Act, or if there be a substantive suspicion in this regard, the Principal will inform the Chief Vigilance Officer and in addition can initiate disciplinary actions.

Article: 2 – Commitments of the Bidders(s)/Contractor(s)

1. The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Vendor(s) commit themselves to take all measures necessary to prevent corruption.  The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) /Vendor(s) commit themselves to observe the following principles while participating in the tender process and during the contract execution. 

a) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Vendor(s) will not, directly or through any other person or firm, offer, promise or give to any of the Principal’s employees involved in the tender process or the execution of the contract or to any third person any material or other benefit which he/she is not legally entitled to, in order to obtain in exchange any advantage of any kind whatsoever during the tender process or during the execution of the contract.  

b) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Vendor(s) will not enter with other Bidders into any undisclosed agreements or understanding, whether formal or informal.  This applies in particular to prices, specifications, certifications, subsidiary contracts, submission or non-submission of bids or any other actions to restrict competitiveness or to introduce cartelisation in the bidding process.

c) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Vendor(s) will not commit any offence under the relevant IPC/PC Act; further the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will not use improperly, for purposes of competition or personal gain, or pass on to others, any information or document provided by the Principal as part of the business relationship, regarding plans, technical proposals and business details, including information contained or transmitted electronically.

d) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Vendor(s) of foreign origin shall disclose the name and address of the Agents/representatives in India, if any.  Similarly the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) of Indian Nationality shall furnish the name and address of the foreign principals, if any.  Further details of Indian Agents of Foreign Suppliers shall be disclosed by the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Vendors.  Further, all the payments made to the Indian agent/representative have to be in Indian Rupees only.  

e) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Vendor(s) while presenting their bid, will disclose any and all payments made, are committed to or intend to make to agents, brokers or any other intermediaries in connection with the award of the contract.

f) Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/ Vendor(s) who have signed the Integrity Pact shall not approach the Courts while representing the matter to IEMs and shall wait for their decision in the matter. 

2. The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Vendor(s) will not instigate their persons to commit offences outlined above or be an accessory to such offences.

Article: 3 – Disqualification from tender process and exclusion from future contracts

If the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Vendor(s), before award or during execution has committed a transgression through a violation of Article 2, above or in any other form such as to put their reliability or credibility in question, the Principal is entitled to disqualify the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) from the tender process or take action as per the laid down procedure.

Article: 4- Compensation for Damages

1. If the Principal has disqualified the Bidder(s) from the tender process prior to the award according to Article 3, the Principal is entitled to demand and recover the damages equivalent to Earnest Money Deposit/Bid Security.
2. If the Principal has terminated the contract according to Article 3, or if the Principal is entitled to terminate the contract according to Article 3, the Principal shall be entitled to demand and recover from the Contractor/vendor liquidated damages of the Contract value or the amount equivalent to Performance Bank Guarantee. 
Article: 5 – Previous transgression

1. The Bidder declares that no previous transgressions occurred in the last three years with any other firm/Company/organization in any country conforming to the anti-corruption approach or with any Public Sector Enterprise in India that could justify its exclusion from the tender process.

2. If the Bidder makes incorrect statement on this subject, he can be disqualified from the tender process or action can be taken as per the procedure mentioned in “Guidelines on Banking of business dealings”.

Article: 6-Equal treatment of all Bidders / Contractors /Subcontractors

1. In case of Sub-contracting, the Principal Contractor shall take the responsibility of the adoption of Integrity Pact by the Subcontractor.
2. The principal will enter into agreements with identical conditions as this one with all Bidders and Contractors.
3. The Principal will disqualify from the tender process all bidders who do not sign this Pact or violate its provisions.
Article: 7 - Criminal charges against violating Bidder(s) / Contractor(s) / Subcontractor(s)If the Principal obtains knowledge of conduct of a Bidder, Contractor or subcontractor, or if an employee or a representative or an associate of a Bidder, Contractor or Subcontractor which constitutes corruption, or if the Principal has substantive suspicion in this regard, the Principal will inform the same to the Chief Vigilance Officer.
Article: 8 - Independent External Monitor

1. The Principal appoints competent and credible Independent External Monitor for this Pact after approval by Central Vigilance Commission. The task of the Monitor is to review independently and objectively, whether and to what extent the parties comply with the obligations under this Integrity Pact.

2. The Monitor is not subject to instructions by the representatives of the parties and performs his/her functions neutrally and independently. The Monitor would have access to all Contract documents, whenever required. It will be obligatory to him /her to treat the information and documents of the Bidders / Contractors as confidential. He /she will report to the Managing Director, Nafed.

3. The Bidder(s)/ Contractor(s) accepts that the Monitor has the right to access without restriction to all Project documentation of the Principal including that provided by the Contractor will also grant the Monitor, upon his/her request and demonstration of  a valid interest, unrestricted and unconditional access to their project documentation. The same is also applicable to Sub- contractors.

4. The Monitor is under contractual obligation to treat the information and documents of the Bidder(s)/ Sub-contractor(s) with confidentiality. The Monitor has also signed declarations on ‘Non- Disclosure of confidential Information’ and of ‘Absence of Conflict of interest ‘. In case of any conflict of interest arising out at a later date, IEM shall inform the Managing Director, Nafed and recues himself/herself from that case.

5. The Principal will provide to the Monitor sufficient information about all the meetings among the parties related to the Project provided such meetings could have any impact on the contractual relations between the Principal and the Contractor. The parties offer to the Monitor the option to participate in such meetings.

6. As soon as the Monitor notices, or believes to notice, violation of this agreement, he/she will so inform the management to discontinue or take corrective action, or to take relevant action. The monitor can in this regard submit non-binding recommendations. Beyond this, the Monitor has no right to demand from the parties that they act in a specific manner, refrain from action or tolerate action.

7. The Monitor will submit a written report to the Managing Director, Nafed within 8 to 10 weeks from the date of reference or intimations to him by the Principal and, should the occasion arise, submit proposals for correcting problematic situations.

8. If the Monitor has reported to the Managing Director, Nafed, a substantiated suspicion of an offence under relevant IPC/PC Act, and the Managing Director, Nafed has not, within the reasonable time taken visible action to proceed against such offence or reported it to the Chief Vigilance Officer, the Monitor may also transmit this information directly to the Central Vigilance Commissioners.

9. The word “Monitor” would include both singular and plural.  

Article: 9 – Pact Duration

1. This pact begins when both parties have legally signed it.  It expires for the Contractor 12 months after the last payment under the contract, and for all other Bidders 6 months after the contract has been awarded.  Any violation of the same would entail disqualification of the bidders and exclusion from future business dealings.  

2. If any claim is made/lodged during this time, the same shall be binding and continue to be valid despite the lapse of this pact as specified above, unless it is discharged/determined by the Managing Director, Nafed.

Article: 10 – Other provisions

1. This agreement is subject to Indian Law.  Place of performance and jurisdiction is the Registered Office of the Principal, i.e. New Delhi.

2. Changes and supplements as well as termination notices need to be made in writing.  

3. If the contractor is a partnership or a consortium, this agreement must be signed by all partners or consortium members.

4. Should one or several provisions of this Integrity Pact turn out to be invalid, the remainder of this agreement remains valid.  In this case, the parties will strive to come to an agreement to their original intentions.

5. Issues like Warranty/Guarantee etc. shall be outside the purview of IEMs.

6. In the event of any contradiction between the Integrity Pact and its Annexure, the Clause in the Integrity Pact will prevail.

WHEREAS
A. Nafed had floated EoI dated ______ for Empanelment of Support Agency for procurement and Storage of Onion under PSF during R-2025 season. The Agencies meeting the eligibility criteria were selected for rendering their services with respect to purchase of onion directly from the farmers, its sorting & grading, loading /unloading, arrangement of labor, transportation to storage godowns, safe storage, grading at the time of dispatch, preparing for dispatch of A Grade stock to selling centres in the stipulated bags weighment & loading of the packed stock at the time of dispatch and all other allied/ supporting  activities for completing the assignment of PSF buffer hereinafter called the “Onion Operation”. The terms and conditions mentioned in the EoI shall also form a part of this agreement.

B.  Nafed vide its letter dated __________ has communicated the allocation of procurement along with quoted recovery percentage to the individual support agencies.  The correspondence between Nafed and the Support Agency will be part of this MoU. 

NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE MUTUAL PROMISES AND COVENANTS SET FORTH HEREIN, AND OTHER GOOD AND VALUABLE CONSIDERATION, THE RECEIPT AND SUFFICIENCY OF WHICH IS HEREBY ACKNOWLEDGED, PARTIES HERETO MUTUALLY AGREES AS FOLLOWS:

1. SCOPE OF WORK:

(I) Broad scope of work of the Support Agency shall be as follows:

i. The Support Agency will mobilize Farmers to register themselves on the dedicated portal by themselves or through the Support Agency or its     . It shall ensure that the farmers are pre-registered with all necessary details, as may be prescribed by Nafed, H.O./Branch or designated portal.  No purchases should be made from any of the farmer prior to his/her registration approval. The agency shall ensure that all registrations of the farmers are OTP/Biometric Aadhaar verified. The farmers’ registration on the portal will be done by the Support Agency which will in turn verified by designated portal team and further approved by NAFED in the Maker-Checker-Approval format.   
ii. It will arrange proper publicity of the procurement operation amongst its members through hoardings, banners, pamphlets and other means, as directed by Nafed. 
iii.  It will undertake procurement of only freshly harvested and graded onion bulbs under PSF from farmers who have grown Onion during Rabi 25 season of the quality specifications as prescribed and annexed at Annexure-A, within the allotted target.

iv. It will arrange purchase of the Rabi onion from the registered farmers who may offer their own stock for sale at the daily Market rates/ rates as fixed and decided by NAFED Branch, following approved pricing formula of DoCA.
v. Maintenance of required records of all farmers / farmer organizations from whom procurement is made, along with land records to substantiate that the procured stock is of the farmer and within his / her production norms.
vi. It will utilize its own or hired pre-inspected storage infrastructure within the production hub for storage of Onion as per the minimum requirement of storage structures mentioned in the EoI. It will ensure availability and functioning of the applications/ instruments etc. as agreed and decided in the EoI for empanelment for smooth operation. 

vii. The Support Agency shall make arrangement of adequate labor both at the time of procurement as well dispatch for all the activities related to procurement, storage, sorting and grading, dispatch and all related activities of the operation. 

viii. It will be the primary responsibility of the Support Agency to ensure quality control and proper maintenance of stocks during storage period by carrying out regular inspections and submissions of the health report of the stock to NAFED on fortnightly basis.

ix. It will be essential for the Support Agency to ensure that each procurement centre is properly and adequately equipped with standard essential as prescribed in the EoI.

x. It will be the prime responsibility of the Support Agency on its behalf and on behalf of its sub-Agencies to ensure that the data / information required of the operation in completeness is uploaded on specified time on the portal of Department of Consumer Affairs, Government of India (designated portal).  Non-uploading of the information on time will be treated as violation/ deficiency in the performance of the Support Agency and shall be treated as non-performance as per the clause of performance guarantee. Nafed reserves the right to penalize the support agency for such defaults by way of imposition of fine / penalty / de-empanelment from the onion operation of present as well future. 

xi. The Support Agency shall ensure to meet the weekly and monthly targets as may be specified by Nafed to meet the overall target of the support agency within the procurement period.  The support agency shall take all required measures to meet the target on time in most economical manner including the purchase cost for the National buffer. 
xii. Support Agency in consultation and supervision of Nafed shall prepare the evacuation plan on FIFO basis, once DoCA directs for dispatch / sale of stored onion. Nafed’s decision on the evacuation / dispatch schedule shall be final and binding on the support agency. 
xiii. Support Agency shall make arrangement for quality grading of the evacuated stock and maintain proper data of graded onion for dispatch to sale points/ local mandis, as the case may be. The quality certification both at time of purchase and dispatch shall be final and binding on the support agency, as per designated portal report. 
xiv. Support Agency should appoint experienced Nodal Officer for each cluster of procurement center operating in the Taluka in the Districts covered by the agency for all operations related to procurement of Onion.  The Nodal Officer will also be responsible for any queries from the farmers and the name and an active mobile number of the nodal officer engaged in procurement will be published in the local newspapers for benefit of the farmers to locate the procurement centers without any hassle.
xv. Support Agency shall ensure that SOPs are followed at each center for farmer registration including bank account details, entry and updating of land and crop records. It should also ensure maintainance of proper data of purchase, storage, weighment, bin identification with loaded weight of onion and all relevant information of purchase at the storage centres.

xvi. As the payment has to be done directly to the farmers by NAFED, Support Agency shall be responsible to ensure that the bank details of farmers are correct and there is no mismatch with the actual bank account details in order to avoid any mistake in the payment through the approved portal/system modes and no offline farmer payments shall be permitted. The payment to the beneficiary farmers shall be made as per the laid down procedure and set timelines, subject to operational difficulties / delays. In the event of payment not ed in the account of the concerned farmer on account of mismatch of the bank details as above and any liability of whatsoever nature on account of this is cast upon Nafed, the support agency shall solely be responsible to indemnify Nafed for such liability. 
xvii. All transactions between the Support Agency and any third parties/farmers shall be carried out as between the two principals without reference in any event to the NAFED. The Support Agency undertakes to make such third parties fully aware of the position aforesaid. All persons employed, whether directly or indirectly by the Support agency shall be engaged by Support agency as their own employee in all respects and in no way, they shall be the employee of the Nafed. The Support agency shall be liable for all payments to their employees and shall also follow the labour and other statutory laws so applicable.

xviii. Support agency shall, in its own individual capacity, be responsible to discharge all its statutory and contractual obligations properly and promptly and shall be responsible for any acts of omission or commission committed by its employees/agency.

xix. Nafed will not be liable for any default or acts or omission or commission of the Support agency towards third parties or the employees. It will be the responsibility of the Support agency to indemnify NAFED if, any claim made by the Third Party against NAFED.

xx. Support Agency will ensure to submit the purchase bills and other supporting documents at Nafed Office on time and within one week from the date of purchase.

xxi. There shall be no guarantee of work to be given to empanelled Support Agency. In case of no work, the Support Agency shall have no claim for any losses or damages whatsoever against NAFED or its nominated / assigned agency.

xxii. NAFED reserves the right to determine the number of Support Agency/ies for the given work at any given point of time, based on turnover volume, efficiency of operations or any other factors as determined by NAFED.

xxiii. NAFED shall be at liberty to  recover any damages, losses, charges, costs or expenses suffered or incurred by it due to Support Agency’s negligence and un-workmanlike performance of Services under the contract or breach of any terms thereof. The total sum claimed shall be deducted from any sum then due or which at any time hereafter may become due to the Support Agency under this or any other contract with the NAFED. In the event of such sum being insufficient, the balance of the total sum claimed and recoverable from the Support Agency as aforesaid shall be deducted from the Performance Guarantee furnished by the Support Agency. Should this sum also be not sufficient to cover the full amount claimed, the Support Agency shall pay to the NAFED on demand the remaining balance of the aforesaid sum claimed.

xxiv. The Support Agency shall ensure the recovery of agreed A Grade or the actual recovery of A Grade whichever is higher. In case of lower recovery, the accrued losses will be recovered from the support agency.  

xxv. Support agency shall be exclusively responsible for rendering the required services and the compliances of relevant rule and regulation of state / Central Government in such matters including labour laws etc. shall be the responsibility of the support agency.   

xxvi. The misconduct of any of the Support Agency of Nafed will be treated as misconduct of the Support Agency. 

xxvii. Support agency understands the importance of the operation in the National interest and assures Nafed of its efficient, transparent and fair conduct.  Any misconduct reported on the part of the support agency or its   may be dealt by Nafed under criminal laws for any willful default, shortage, misappropriation etc. 
 (II)     Broad scope of work of the NAFED shall be as follow:

a)
Overall target of procurement of the procuring agency will be intimated by Nafed.  However, it reserves the right to revise the target at any point and the support agency shall accept it without any demur.  

b)
Nafed will arrange to release 100% of the value of farmers payment directly in account of the farmer based on the updated data on portal, provided by the Support Agency.  The balance payment shall be paid to the farmer within 03 working days after checking the records on the portal. 

c)
Nafed will fix weekly targets of the procuring agencies based on the overall initial allocation.  In case of willful shortfall in achievement of the weekly targets, Nafed may impose financial penalties as well re-allocate the target to better performing or new support agencies.   

d)
NAFED will display / convey for the daily purchase price for every procuring centre based on the formula implemented in previous years. Branch’s decision on the daily price shall be final. Nafed reserves the right to revise the price formula.  

2.
TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

a) M/s ____________________________________has agreed to act as Support Agency of NAFED for implementing the scheme Onion Operation as described above in the agreed manner from procurement to dispatch and delivery at sale centers. 

b) The Performance/Security Deposit from the support agency will be on allotted tonnage basis, i.e. Rs. 5,00,000 for every allotted 1000 MT.

c) The support agency will submit an undertaking that they will exclusively procure for PSF onion buffer for NAFED only. None of the members or member of the board is common on board of such agency engaged by any other agency procuring Rabi/ Kharif Onion for any other Central Nodal Agency. The Support Agency and its supporting agency will not have any direct or indirect connection with any agency engaged by any other CNA for similar purpose.

d) The allotted targets will be sub-divided in weekly targets. Those not meeting the weekly targets will be penalized with the reduction of their target and transfer of the same to the better performing agencies and also forfeiting the part security deposit @2% of the deposited security for failure of meeting the weekly targets, subject to maximum of forfeiture of 10% of the security deposit under this account. Those, whose maximum forfeiture has been made, shall be de-listed from procurement and their balance quantity transfer to other better performing agencies. 

e) The minimum recovery % of A Grade to be made by the Support agency will be as per the % finalized during the EoI process.

Description of the work:
2.1.1
Department of Consumer Affairs appointed agency to provide registration services of the farmers on their portal. They are to carry out the technology intervention/digitations for real time data including quality assaying and traceability. In order to implement automation of procurement through DoCA’s appointed agency, it will be essential for the Support Agency to register the farmers from whom stocks are to be purchased. The stocks shall be purchased from registered farmers only with geo-tagged farm having onion sown in the land.The registration of farmers shall be done by collecting and uploading following documents:

a. 7/12 detail of the farmer duly verified from the Bhulekh Portal of Maharashtra Government indicating the land area and sowing of onion crop. The hand-written/verified 7/12 extracts of the farmer’s land will not be accepted under any case. The uploaded 7/12 extracts should match exactly with that available on bhulekh or the farmers’ registration will be cancelled based on the mismatched documents.
b. Sowing area and average yield detail of onion season-wise to determine the maximum quantity to be purchased from the individual farmer.

c. Self certificate that he has not sold any stock within his maximum quantity to private trade or any other agency. 

d. Aadhaar Card 

e. Bank Passbook of the Aadhaar linked bank account of the farmer including copy of cancelled cheque where he would like to receive the direct payment from Nafed.

A Detailed instructions for direct payment to the farmer shall be issued in this regard by the concerned Branch which will form part of the agreement.

2.1.2
 In order to implement automation of procurement, storage, quality assaying and all related activities, through DoCA appointed Portal, it will be essential for the Support Agency to ensure that each procurement centre is properly and adequately equipped with following IT hardware:

a) Laptop/Desktop

b) Internet connection with the speed @ 2 mbps or above.

c) Android based mobile /tablet with at least 8 mega pixel camera having QR scanning facility along with 4G GSM Mobile Connection (Android based).

d) Any additional requirement for conduct of the onion operation.
2.1.3
The Support Agency shall ensure purchase of freshly harvested onion directly from farmers and immediate sorting & grading of procured onion and delivery of such sorted and graded onion at pre-identified and verified onion storage godowns as per the quality specifications of store worthy onion at Annexure-A.

2.1.4 Farmers may bring stock to the storage point in loose form in open tractor trolley/ other vehicle. It will be the responsibility of the Support Agency to satisfy itself about the quality and quantity as well the status of registration of the farmer. The stock accepted by the Support Agency shall be assayed by DoCA agency.  Only the stock passed shall be reported purchased by the Support Agency and deposited in the assigned bin (Chawl) with affixed QR.  The details of the purchase and deposit farmer-wise will be immediately uploaded on the portal.   
2.1.5
The Support Agency shall make arrangement of labor at procurement centre for loading/unloading, sorting & grading, transportation of Onion to storage godowns as well as jute/hessian bags (if required by NAFED), packing, Weighment & loading of the stored Onion stock at the time of dispatch and other allied activities related to onion operation.  

2.1.6
NAFED will not be responsible for residual stock of onion obtained after sorting and grading of procured product.  Under no circumstances the residual Onion should be left at the storage place.

2.1.7
The Support Agency shall be required to strictly abide by all the local laws governing the territory and rules and regulations of the local authorities and also follow the act/ rules/ byelaws prescribed by the Market Committee/ Marketing Board. The Support Agency shall be fully responsible for any violation of such act/rules. 

2.1.8
Penalty if any, relating to default in any payment of statutory charges/taxes shall be to the account of the Support Agency.

2.1.9
 The Support Agency shall not shift/ dispose off /or mortgage whole/ part of the procured stocks. 
2.1.10 Excess losses or lesser recovery of A Grade, if any, will be recovered from the Support agency from the balance payment payable by Nafed against expenses and Security Deposit / BG submitted by the Support Agency. 
2.1.11 The dispatches will be made on FIFO basis and Support Agencies shall be responsible for any quality deterioration during the period of storage.  
2.1.12 Support Agency will ensure that every procurement center / storage centre is well publicized including display of the purchase center through a fixed hoarding of the size as specified and containing the information in the vernacular language for the general information of the farmers. However, the wide publicity shall be made by the Support Agency as advised by Nafed from time to time. 
2.1.13 Support Agency should ensure availability of the adequate staff officials at the procuring centres as per the requirement. 

3. Precautions during storage

i. Support Agency to ensure that, the storage structures for the storage of Onion stock of NAFED under the scheme are not adjacent or within the same campus as that of the other Nodal Agency.

ii. The storage infrastructure must be as per the required specifications mentioned in the EoI for Empanelment of the Support Agency. 

iii. Direct sunlight to be avoided

iv. Protection from rain water is mandatory

v. Filled in storage structures to be examined regularly on fortnightly basis

vi. During rains, structures may be fenced with plastic mesh to prevent splashing

vii. Onion should be handled with care. Do not drop as this often causes bruising and internal decay.

viii. Onion should be firm and dry at the time of storage

ix. Free from grey or black mould

x. Not to be stored with potatoes or vegetables which releases moisture

xi. Grounds and structures should be properly cleaned before storage

xii. General Maintenance to be done before storage

xiii. Trash and Onion Waste Disposal system to be in place

xiv. Receiving arrangements at the storage to be in place. The weighing arrangement shall be arranged preferably at the storage else in the vicinity of the storage.

xv. Each Structure to be marked for traceability.

xvi. DoCA appointed agency will be appointed as they will carry out assaying agency for quality checking of the stock being procured and stored. The Support Agency should ensure that the all the storage bins are number and QR code is placed on the storage bins by the assaying agency. The QR codes shall give details of the farmers whose stock is stored in the concerned bin. The Support Agency along with DoCA appointed agency to ensure that the same is complied.   

xvii. The Support Agency shall carry out time to time inspection of the stock in storages and report the same to NAFED regularly. 

xviii. Any other requirement not covered above but in the essentials of the storage infrastructure as per the EoI.

The above is not exhaustive but an indicative list of do’s and don’t for the Support Agency. 

4. Volume of work:
4.1 Initially a targeted quantity of around _______MT shall be allocated to M/s_____________________________________________ for this season. The Support Agency has to ensure the weekly target given by the Branch should be procured. In case the weekly target quantity is not procured, the remaining quantity of that month will be allocated to another Support Agency. However, quantity of onion to be procured shall be decided by NAFED on day-to-day basis. 

4.2 The Support Agencies to kindly note that the out of the total procured stock by the Support Agency, as per the instructions received from Department of Consumer Affairs(DoCA), the procured stock shall be further bifurcated in three parts as under:

(i) Dispatch of procured stock to Collateral Management Agency(CMA).

(ii) Dispatch of procured stock to Controlled Atmosphere(CA) storage/Cold Storage(CS)

(iii) Procured stock to be stored by concerned Support Agency/and/or its sub-agencies in the pre-inspected scientific onion storages.

The ratio of stocks that need to be dispatched to Collateral Management Agency, Controlled Atmosphere(CA)/Cold Storage and the storage of onion stocks with Support Agency shall be communicated eventually.
5. Relationship of the Support Agency with third parties:

5.1
All transactions between the Support Agency and any third parties shall be carried out as between the two principals without reference in any event to the NAFED. The Support Agency undertakes to make such third parties fully aware of the position aforesaid. 

5.2
All persons employed, whether directly or indirectly by the Support Agency for this operation shall in no way project any claim to be the employees/Agent of NAFED. 

5.3
The Support Agency shall, in its own individual capacity, be responsible to discharge all its statutory and contractual obligations properly and promptly and shall be responsible for any acts or omission committed by its employees/agency.

5.4
NAFED shall not be liable for any default or acts of omission or commission of the Support Agency towards third parties or the employees. It will be the responsibility of the Support Agency to indemnify any claim made by the Third Party.

5.5 
In the event of any dispute between procuring agency and their party/farmer, and any legal proceeding initiated with regard to such dispute, same shall be between procuring agency and farmer /third party and NAFED shall not be concerned with the same. Procuring agenyc while dealing with third party/farmer shall require such undertaking from such third party/farmer that NAFED shall not in any way liable or concerned with their disputes.

6. Maintenance of records:

Documentation at the time registration/ purchase of stock:

In case of Farm gate procurement, the Support Agency will collect two sets of the following documents from farmers:

a)
Self-attested copy of Land record/ Land pass book/ revenue record (by whatever name called to establish his/her bonafide as farmer.

The land records and documents must indicate that the Onion, which is being offered under PSFS, is harvested by the farmer from his own/leased land.

Photo Identity Card (Driving License, Aadhar Card, Voter ID card, PAN Card etc.)

d)
Bank pass book to signify farmer’s bank account number. i) Name of Bank, ii) Account No, iii) Branch Code, iv) IFS Code

6.2
One copy will be retained at the center (with the Agency) and another copy shall be forwarded to procuring branch.

6.3
In absence of documents specified under point no.1, goods will not be accepted.

6.4
Representative of Support Agency will sign and stamp the Photocopy of these documents with date mentioned, so as to establish that they have identified the farmer and he/she is genuine person. Agency representative shall also sign and stamp the daily summary sheet, copy of which shall be scanned and sent to NAFED.

6.5
Proper maintenance of record /documents relating to the operation and list of Documents as notified from time to time.

6.6
Proper registers with page number are maintained at purchase centers.

6.7   Documentary support of farmers whose stock is being purchased is to be maintained at purchase centers.

6.8    Separate register for procurement should be maintained for each centre indicating Purchase Date, farmer-wise purchase rate, total of procured quantity & value of daily basis and progressive total of procured quantity & value. 

6.9
The Support Agency shall keep & maintain up-to-date proper/correct and separate accounts/ registers of center-wise procurement showing the name of the farmer, village, quantity procured, and status of payment made in respect of each transaction. This information will be forwarded to NAFED within 2 days of procurement.

6.10
The Support Agency shall also make available for inspection by the representatives of NAFED and any designated office/agency of the Government of India from time to time or whenever required the aforesaid registers and accounts, documents etc. The Support Agency shall maintain proper account of the funds received, from NAFED and expenses incurred towards incidentals and other costs.
6.11
The Support Agency carrying out the operation on behalf of Nafed shall maintain separate identifiable accounts of this operation.
6.12
The goods receipt note (GRN) must be filled in prescribed format with appropriate verification.
6.13
The supporting agency shall also prepare onion health report at the time of disposal of onion.

6.14 Since, this season, the procedure of pre-registration on the portal with the required documents is being implemented, the support agencies will be responsible to arrange to upload the documents on the portal as may be required, besides carrying out the responsibilities under the head “Maintenance of records”. 
7.
Payments to farmers:

7.1
Nafed will release the 100% payment directly to the Aadhaar linked bank account of the farmer based on the information available on portal and after verification of the documents on portal / physical receipt of the documents.
7.2
Support Agency representative will collect support document as specified at point No. 6.1 for release of payment to the farmer. Support Agency will prepare a daily farmer wise procurement report (quantity and rate) and forward this to NAFED.
7.3   
The Supporting Agency will ensure that the procurement data is daily updated on the portal and correctly based on which the payment shall be released by NAFED directly to the farmers.

8.
Release of Composite Expenses to Support Agency by NAFED
8.1
Payment of composite expenses shall be released in phases, to be decided by Nafed.
8.2
The NAFED technical team may verify the stock procured and stored at godown before release of final payments to Support Agency. 

8.3 
As the Support Agency shall be working for NAFED, it will not undertake purchases of the same commodity in their own account or on behalf of anybody else.

8.4 
The support agency shall submit their bills to NAFED within 15 days after closure of procurement.

8.5  
All the payments made to the support agency will be subject to compliance of applicable laws.
9.
Purchase Tax / GST:

The bill /invoice raised by the Support Agency shall be of composite expenses, inclusive of taxes, as per the approved rate on quintal basis.  Applicable GST on forfeiture of any security deposit, if required, may be considered as per applicable laws from time to time.  
10.
Insurance:
The support agency shall be responsible for insurance of the procured stock of onion in hand and in transit in their own account, covering all risks including burglary, fire with SRCC [Strikes, Riots, Civil Commotion], Terrorist strike, and natural calamities [like floods, inundation, storms, typhoon, earthquake and subsidence] and any other risk.  Insurance of stock of onion available in storage shall be taken by NAFED.

11.
Arrangement of Packing material
11.1
Packing of stored onion will be made at the time of its transportation to any  designated centres informed by Nafed in Leno bag having capacity of 50 kg or other bags of size as per the specification communicated by Nafed.

12.

Tenure : The agreement will be for a period of one (1) years. However, the time schedule of contract shall be related to procurement and disposal activities of NAFED as per policy guidelines of Government of India. Nafed may consider to extend the same on mutual agreement. 
13.
Termination:
a) There would be a regular review of the performance of Support Agency. In the event of the Support Agency having been adjudged insolvent or going into liquidation or winding up his business or making arrangements with his ors or failing to observe any of the provisions of this Agreement or any of the terms and conditions governing the Agreement, the NAFED shall be at liberty to terminate the Agreement forthwith without prejudice to any other rights or remedies under the Agreement  and law and to get the work done for the unexpired period of the agreement under risk & cost of Support Agency and shall claim from the Support Agency any resultant loss sustained or costs incurred by the NAFED.

b) NAFED shall also have without prejudice to other rights and remedies, the right, in the event of breach by the Support Agency of any of the terms and conditions of the contract to terminate the contract and/ or forfeit the Performance Guarantee or any part thereof and/or invoke the Bank guarantee for the sum or sums due for any damages, losses, charges, expenses or costs that may be suffered or incurred by the NAFED due to the Support Agency negligence or deficiency or unwork-man like performance of any of the services under the contract. The Support Agency shall not, however, be entitled to any gain resulting from entrustment of the work to another party. The decision of the NAFED shall be final and binding on the Support Agency.

c) NAFED reserves the right to terminate the agreement  at any time by giving one month’s notice in writing to the Support Agency if the policy guidelines, on which the agreement is dependent, are modified or other circumstances, in which event no fee, costs, expenses, damages etc. shall be payable.

d) If at any time during the currency of agreement, it comes to the notice of NAFED that the Govt/ Regulator has reported any default or violation of any Rules/Regulations/Guidelines in respect of the services offered by the Support Agency, Nafed reserves the right to summarily terminate the contract.

e) In case the performance of the Support Agency is not found to be satisfactory during the currency of the agreement, Nafed can prematurely terminate the agreement after giving one-month notice.

14.
Indemnity: The Support Agency shall indemnify NAFED and keep indemnified against any loss or damage, claims, compensation, penalty, fine, levies, etc. on account of slackness, deficiency, failure to observe any obligations under the contract, failure to comply with statutory/ mandatory provisions pertaining to the contract by the Support Agency in respect of the support agency etc., whatsoever.
15.
FORCE MAJEURE
15.1
Force Majeure means any event or combination of events or circumstances beyond the control of the parties hereto which cannot (a) by the exercise of reasonable diligence, or (b) despite the adoption of reasonable precaution and/or alternative measures, be prevented, or caused to be prevented, and which adversely affects the abilities of the parties to perform obligations under this Agreement, which shall include but not be limited to: (a) Acts of God i.e. fire, drought, flood, earthquake, pandemic, natural disasters; (b) Explosions or accidents, air crashes and shipwrecks, act of terrorism; (c) Strikes or lock outs, industrial dispute; (e) War and hostilities of war, riots, bandh, act of terrorism or civil commotion; (f) The promulgation of or amendment in any law, rule or regulation or the issue of any injunction, court order or direction from any Governmental Authority that prevents or restricts a party from complying with any or all the terms and conditions as agreed in this Agreement; (h) Any event or circumstances analogous to the foregoing.

15.2
Force Majeure shall also include unpredictable, unforeseen catastrophic and natural calamities or acts of God, beyond the control of both the parties and not brought about the instance of the party claiming to be affected by such event or which, if is anticipated or foreseeable could not be avoided or provided for and which has caused the non-performance or delaying performances, such as earthquake, flood, landslide, epidemic drought, hailstorm, high variation in temperature, fire, war, curfew, riots existing on or after the effective date of this agreement which prevents totally or partly the fulfillment of the obligations of one or both the parties.

15.3
Due to any Act or policy of the Government /local authorities or on account of any act of Govt. it becomes impossible to perform or continue with the agreement, the agreement shall automatically come to an end and in that event, the Procuring Society shall not seek any specific performance of the agreement or claim any damages against the NAFED.

15.4
It is agreed between the parties that the performance of obligations under this agreement is subject to Force Majeure condition which shall mean any event or combination of events or circumstances beyond the control of the parties hereto.

15.5
Neither party will be liable neither for performance delays nor for non-performance due to causes beyond its reasonable control, except for payment obligations.

15.6
During the continuance of the Force Majeure, Nafed reserves the right to alter or vary the terms and conditions of this Agreement or if the circumstances so warrant, the Nafed may also suspend the agreement for such period as is considered expedient, the Support Agency agrees and consents that they shall have no right to raise any claim, compensation of any nature whatsoever for or with regard to such suspension.

15.7
The Support Agency agrees and understands that if the Force Majeure condition continues for a long period, then the Nafed in its own judgment and discretion, may terminate this Agreement and in such case Society agrees that the they shall have no right or claim of any nature whatsoever and Nafed shall be released and discharged of all its obligations and liabilities under this Agreement.

15.8
In the event of any order/decision taken by the State or/and Central Govt. qua stocks proposed to be sold by Nafed and in that eventuality Nafed is prohibited to sell such stocks, NAFED shall have the right and authority to stop selling of the stocks immediately and remove the stock without being responsible for any direct or indirect losses that may be sustained by the Society qua such removal or sale of stocks.

15.9
The party invoking Force Majeure shall provide to the other party confirmation of the existence of fact constituting Force Majeure. Such evidence shall consist of statement of certificate of any government department or agency. If such a statement is obtained by the party claiming Force Majeure may, as a substitute therefore, make a notorial statement and online describing in details the fact claimed to constitute Force Majeure or and the reasons, why such a certificate or statement confirming the existence of such facts cannot reasonably be obtained.

15.10
It is agreed between the parties that the performance of obligations under this agreement is subject to force majeure condition which shall mean any event or combination of events or circumstances beyond the control of the parties hereto.

15.11
Neither party will be liable neither for performance delays nor for non-performance due to causes beyond its reasonable control, except for payment obligations.

16.

General Provisions

16.1 
Indemnification: That the Support Agency hereby covenants to the NAFED to pay from time to time and at all times, the amounts which the Procuring Society is liable to pay as agreed and to observe and perform all the covenants and conditions of procurement and to keep the NAFED and its agents and representatives, estate and effects, indemnified and harmless against the said payments and observance and performance of the said covenants and conditions and also against any loss or damages that the NAFED may suffer as a result of non-payment, non-observance or non performance of the said covenants and conditions by the Procuring Society.

 Compliance with Laws, Notifications etc: That the Support Agency confirms that it has entered into this transaction with the full knowledge and understanding of this Agreement and subject to all the laws and notifications and rules applicable to this area, including terms and conditions laid down by the Government of Maharashtra/Madhya Pradesh/Gujarat and Govt. of India and the undertakings given by the NAFED to the Competent Authority of the Government of ____________, Govt of India in this regard and that the Support Agency has familiarized itself with all the aforesaid and other applicable agreements, arrangements, undertakings, conditions on inspection of the documents with the NAFED.

 Notices and Communications: That, the Support Agency shall inform the NAFED in writing any change in the mailing address mentioned in this Agreement failing which all demands, notices etc. by the NAFED shall be mailed to the address given in this Agreement and deemed to have been received by the Procuring Society.

16.4
Binding Effect: That, the execution of this Agreement will be complete only upon its execution by the NAFED through its authorized Signatory at the NAFED Office in ____________ after the copies duly executed by the Support Agency are received by the NAFED. Hence this Agreement shall be deemed to have been executed at _____________ even if the Support Agency has prior thereto executed this Agreement at any place(s) other than ______________.

Right to join as an affected party: That, the Support Agency agree(s) that the NAFED shall have right to join as an affected party in any appropriate court if the NAFED's rights under this Agreement are likely to be affected/prejudiced in any manner by the decision of the court on such suit/complaint in which the Support Agency is a party. The Support Agency agrees to keep the NAFED fully informed at all times in this regard.

16.6 
Captions/Headings: That, the captions/headings in this Agreement are for easy reading and convenience and are of indicative nature only and in no way define, limit or describe the scope of this Agreement or the intent of any provision hereof. The true interpretation of any matter/clause in this Agreement shall be done by reading the various clauses and the Agreement as a whole and not in isolation or in parts or in terms of captions provided.

16.7
 Execution of Agreement: This Agreement may be executed and delivered in any number of counterparts and by way of electronic signature and delivery, each such counterpart, when executed and delivered, shall be deemed an original, and all of which together shall constitute the same agreement. 

16.8 
Entire Agreement: That, this Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and revokes and supersedes all previous agreements between the parties concerning the matter concerned herein whether oral, written or implied and variation in any of the terms hereof, except under the signature of the Authorized Signatory of the NAFED, shall not be binding on the NAFED.

Certain References. That, for all intents and purposes and for the purpose of the terms and conditions set out in this Agreement, singular includes plural and masculine includes the feminine gender and the words 'it, they, its,' and such like words as may be occurring in this Agreement shall carry the same meaning and purpose as the word 'Procuring Society' so far as the context may permit.

Right to amend terms and conditions: (i) That, the Support Agency agrees and understands that terms and conditions of the Agreement may be modified/amended by the NAFED in accordance with any directions/order of any court of law, Governmental Authority, in compliance with applicable law and such amendment shall be binding on the Support Agency. (ii) The NAFED further reserves the right to correct, modify, amend or change all the Annexure attached to this Agreement and also Annexure which are indicated to be tentative at any time.

Severability. (i) That, the provisions of this Agreement are severable: if any such provision is deemed invalid or unenforceable, the applicability or validity of any other provision shall not be affected. In addition if any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid or unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction including but not limited to as any periods of time, territories or business activity, such provision will be deemed modified to the extent necessary to render it valid and enforceable. (ii) That, the terms and conditions of this agreement shall prevail upon all the terms and conditions mentioned in any other publicity, document or other communication to the extent the same is contrary to present the Agreement.

16.12 
Waiver not a limitation to enforce. (i) That, failure of either party to enforce at any time or for any period of time the provisions hereof shall not be construed to be waiver of any provisions or of the right thereof to enforce each and every provision. (ii) That, any express or implied waiver by the NAFED of any default shall not constitute a waiver of any other default by the Support Agency or a waiver of any of the NAFED rights. All original rights and powers of the NAFED under this Agreement will remain in full force, notwithstanding any neglect, forbearance or delay in the enforcement thereof by the NAFED, and the NAFED shall not be deemed to have waived any of its rights, or any provision of this Agreement, or any notice given hereunder, unless such waiver be provided in writing by NAFED, and any waiver by the NAFED of any breach by the Allottee of the Agreement, shall not be deemed a waiver of any continuing or recurring breach by the Support Agency of the Agreement.

Applicable Law, Jurisdiction & Dispute Resolution

This Agreement shall be construed and the legal relations between the parties hereto shall be determined and governed according to the laws of Republic of India and courts at ………… and High Court of…………………shall have exclusive jurisdiction over the dispute, if any, between the parties.

All or any disputes arising out or touching upon or in relation to the terms of this Agreement including the interpretation and validity of the terms thereof and the respective rights and obligations of the parties shall be settled amicably by mutual discussion failing which the same shall be settled through arbitration. The arbitration proceedings shall be governed by the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 or any statutory amendments/modifications thereof for the time being in force r/w relevant provision& Multi State Cooperative Society Act of 2002. The Arbitration Proceedings shall be conducted by a Sole Arbitrator who shall be appointed with due process of law. The procuring Society hereby gives its consent to the appointment of the Sole Arbitrator as specified herein above and waives any objections that he may have to such appointment or to the award that may be given by the Arbitrator. The seat and venue of the Arbitration shall be at New Delhi, India and language of arbitration shall be English. It is hereby clarified that during the Arbitration Proceeding the Parties shall continue to perform their respective rights and obligations under the Agreement.

During the conduct of Arbitration proceedings, the Parties shall bear the cost of the proceedings, eventually, all costs and expenses of the Arbitration shall be borne by such Party in the manner awarded by the Sole Arbitrator.

17.4
Nothing contained in this Clause shall prevent the NAFED from seeking interim injunctive relief against the Procuring Society or any other parties connected and past due amounts in the courts having jurisdiction over the other Party.

ANNEXURE-A

Quality Specification

The objective of procurement of onion for long term storage is to extend the period of availability of crop, maintain optimum bulb quality and minimise losses from physical, physiological, and pathological agents. 

1
The quality of the stock of Onion should meet prescribed quality specifications.

2
The bulbs shall be reasonably uniform in shape, size colour and pungency of the variety/type.

3
The bulb shall be mature, solid in feel, reasonably firm with tough clinging skins, be free from dust & other foreign material.

4
Bulb shall be free from defective, diseased, decayed and damaged bulbs caused by seed stems, tops, roots, moisture, dry sun scald burn, sprouting, mechanical or other injuries, staining and be free from moulds, soft rot and insect attack.

5 
Bulbs selected for storage should be firm and the neck dry and thin. The bulbs should be intact (flesh not exposed).

6
Discard thick- necked bulbs because they are most likely to have high moisture content than optimum for storage, and therefore would have short storage life.

7
 Skin color should be typical of the cultivar. 

8
The bulbs affected by rotting or deterioration so as to make it unfit for consumption shall be excluded in all cases. Microbial infections such as Aspergillus Niger occur during production of onions but these will only develop on the bulbs during storage where the storage environment is conducive for their growth. The affected bulbs shall not be stored.
9
 Prior to storage, crop must be cleaned and graded, and all damaged or diseased bulbs removed. 

10
 The bulbs should be sufficiently dry for the intended use (at least the first two dry skins and the stem should be completely dry).

11  Bulbs must be free from abnormal external moisture, free from foreign smell and/or taste. 

12 The stem must be twisted or clean-cut and must not be more than 4 cm long (except for twisted).

Annexure-B

STANDARD FACILITIES AT THE OFFERED STORAGE INFRASTRUCTURE 

The bidder shall ensure that only the owned/ hired storage infrastructure suitable for procurement, safe storage and smooth dispatches are offered under this EoI. NAFED will appoint its security personnel at all the godowns/storage in order to have physical monitoring of the stocks 24X7 once the stocks are deposited in chawls.

All offered storage infrastructure shall be inspected before the award of work or before the initiation of procurement / storage of onion at particular location by DoCA appointed agency whose decision shall be final and binding on the bidder. In case of hired godown copy of the rent agreement shall be submitted.

Essentials:

· Night Vision NIGHT VISION CCTV with full coverage of the facilities, inward and outward movement, chawls, grading and packing area etc. for its integration on the portal. The IP address of the NIGHT VISION CCTV camera is required for integration with NAFED Head Office and Branch Office for monitoring and surveillance. The CCTV camera should have minimum data storage capacity for past one month.

· Should be built / erected on higher plain level land with proper identifiable fencing, secure from any intrusion etc. The storage area/ location should not have past history of any flooding or water logging. 
· The structures should not be temporary one, at risk of high wind/ heavy rains and consequent damage to the stored stock. The godown with steel structures are only allowed for storage in chawls.
· All storage bins / chawls should be sufficiently above ground level and at considerable gap of at least 6 feet between chawl to chawl for proper handling of stocks during dispatch and to ensure proper aeration in the storage.
·  Should be on motorable road with convenient plying of trucks / vehicles and should not be in any congested or heavy traffic area, expected to disturb the inward and outward movement of onion. 
· Should have proper accessibility to roads, facility for loading and unloading, protection from rainwater, and proper drainage system.
· The Separate storage from other Onion stock that does not belong to NAFED need to be mentioned by the agencies.

· Should either have owned weighbridge of sufficient capacity to weigh truck loads or a working weighbridge should be available in close proximity.
· Should have 24x7 electricity power connection sufficient to take the power load requirement with power back up for at least running the NIGHT VISION CCTV cameras.
· All such storage infrastructure should be within the broadband range of mobile data, so that timely information of the purchase, storage, dispatch, transport etc. related to the operation is timely uploaded by the support agency. 
· All selected storage infrastructure to prominently place a permanent iron hoarding with minimum dimension as prescribed by Nafed with proper display of the name of the scheme, Nafed’s logo with name, agency name, its nodal officer name and mobile no., the operating, its nodal officer name and mobile no., storage capacity, no. of chawls, placement of QR for displaying the daily purchase rate/ self registration by the farmer etc. The rates should also be circulated in the Gram Panchayat offices in vicinity of procurement center. This structure should be placed before the commencement of procurement. In addition to the display of daily procurement rates at the procurement center, it is also compulsory to install a prominent banner in the nearby APMCs for clear information of on-going procurement for the benefit of farmers. The Support Agency, with due permission from the APMC authorities can place a procurement help-desk within the APMC premise and ask the farmers to register themselves and sell their stocks at NAFED’s procurement center.
· Proper sitting arrangement for the farmers, visiting officials etc. with arrangement of drinking water, guard room, etc. should be ensured. 
· A working office with laptop/ computer and a trained staff should be available. 
· Shall ensure fixing of QR codes on every chawl and maintenance of the storage data, as required by designated portal/ Branch. 
· Shall have facility to evacuate the stored stock on FIFO basis strictly. 
· It should be exclusive storage facility only for Nafed and no part of the facility even if vacant should be utilized for any other procuring agency or private trade or for self use. 
· NAFED will provide the information of farmers from whom stock is procured to the State Government Administration for verification of genuinity of farmers from whom stocks are procured by the Support Agencies. A letter will also be sent to District Administration prior to commencement of procurement wherein the State Government will be asked to depute their personnel at the procurement centers in order to supervise the procurement and see that small and marginal farmers are benefitted in large numbers.
· The storage locations shall be within a radius of 1 km from the procurement centers.
· It will be the responsibility of procuring agency to ensure safe storage of the onion procured for PSF buffer.
· Procuring agency shall provide weekly update on the quality of onion stored(Health Report of the stored stock).
· All the storage locations have to be geo-tagged and the geo-tagged photographs and videographs have to be shared with NAFED/Supply Valid.
