Sealed quotations are invited from empanelled surveyors to undertake survey, inspection, sampling and analysis of Pulses and Oilseeds along with its packing details to be procured by NAFED under Price Support Scheme (PSS) of Government of India during Rabi 2025 season in the State of Odisha at storage point before the stock is accepted and deposited in the designated CWC/OSWC warehouses. Parties can obtain quotation documents from the above address or can download the same from www.nafed-india.com. Last Date & Time for submission of sealed quotation is 13.05.2025 up to 3.00 PM.

Empanelled surveyors can obtain quotation documents from Nafed Bhubaneswar, at 3rd floor, NBCC Imperia commercial Building, Tower-1, near New Govt. Colony, Chandrasekharpur, Bhubaneswar-751017 during working hours up to 3.00 PM on 13.05.2025. Quotation documents can also be downloaded from Nafed website: www.nafed-india.com. Sealed quotation documents complete in all respects along with a demand draft of Rs. 1,00,000/- (Rupees one lakh only) in favour of NAFED payable at NAFED Bhubaneswar towards Earnest Money Deposit should be submitted/dropped in the quotation box on or before 13.05.2025 by 3.00 PM kept at Nafed Bhubaneswar, at 3rd floor, NBCC Imperia commercial Building, Tower-1, near New Govt. The quotation documents submitted shall be opened on the same day i.e. 13.05.2025 at 3.15 PM in the presence of empanelled surveyors who wish to be present. Quotation documents submitted incomplete in any respect and without EMD shall be summarily rejected. Negotiation shall be with L-1 Quoter only. Further, NAFED reserves the right to accept or reject any or all quotations without assigning any reason thereof. 
“Any of the Surveying Agency engaged directly or indirectly in warehousing of said PSS stocks will not be engaged in survey works”

1. DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF SURVEYOR
(a) The surveyor shall deploy required number of competent technically qualified staff with proper equipments at storage point in time as required by NAFED or its agencies. 
(b) The technical staff of the surveyor will inspect the stock, draw the random composite samples from truck at storage point (10% of the total stock each time), analyse the sample in accordance with the prescribed quality specifications (as given in Annexure I, II & III) and submit the test reports immediately so that the stocks may be accepted or rejected accordingly.
(c) The surveyor will send daily report covering truck-wise inspection done, samples drawn, samples analyses, test reports indicating truck-wise results to Nafed Bhubaneswar through e-mail (nafbhu@nafed-india.com) (scanned copy of test report duly signed by the authorized representative) / fax. The daily inspection report shall also include the followings:-
1. Variety of Crop
2. Moisture % at the time of procurement and at the time of deposit.

3. Quality of the gunny bags used for packing.

4. Packing size of gunny bags.

5. New or old gunny bags.

6. Packed gunny bags should indicate name of the centre, date of purchase and identifiable stock linked with the purchase register or QR Codes.
In cases where surveyors reject the stocks, reasons thereof may be indicated in the test report. A separate register indicating the details of rejected stocks shall be maintained by the Surveyor. Surveyor shall keep proper record of such daily reports at its end.  In cases where surveyors are deployed at both points, storage point surveyor need to certify that there is no variance of stock so purchased and being stored in the warehouse and also variety-wise) separate stacking of stock in the warehouse.
(d) One representative sample of each lot and truck along with lot number and truck number and test reports must be forwarded to Nafed Bhubaneswar branch. In case of any default, Nafed reserves the right to deduct 10% from the total bill submitted by the surveyor or the loss if any whichever is higher at the time of final settlement.  
(e)  No information shall be shared, published displayed and passed on to any party by the Surveyor or its employees without intimation and consent of NAFED.
(f) The Surveyor shall be fully responsible for the samples analyzed and test reports submitted in respect of stocks accepted/rejected. In case any of such test reports submitted by the surveyor found to be defective, the entire responsibility for the same shall devolve on the surveyor.
(g) The Surveyor shall intimate the names, designations, qualifications, experience and the contact numbers of its technical staff to be deployed at procurement point or storage point or both at procurement and storage points designated/nominated by NAFED for better coordination so that work does not suffer.
(h)  Surveyor shall depute at least one technical staff at each storage point nominated by NAFED and will provide additional number of surveyors at storage point depending upon the requirement. In case of failure of the surveyor to provide the required number of technical staff with proper equipments at procurement point or storage point or both at procurement and storage points as required by NAFED, a penalty of Rs. 400/- per day per manpower will be imposed. In such default, NAFED reserves the right to hire the services of other empanelled surveyors at the cost and consequences of the appointed surveyor.
(i)  The appointed surveyors must not assign the work in full or part to other firm or company or individual.
(j) Any surveyor appointed by Nafed shall not undertake similar scope of work for the similar operation for the procuring society of Nafed concurrently.
2. TERMS & CONDITIONS
1) Quotation documents complete in all respect along with requisite Earnest Money Deposit must be submitted in the prescribed application form (enclosed herewith) at Nafed Bhubaneswar, at 3rd floor, NBCC Imperia commercial Building, Tower-1, near New Govt. Colony, Chandrasekharpur, Bhubaneswar-751017. The sealed envelope must be super scribed “Quotation for appointment of Surveyor for Pulses and Oilseeds to be procured under PSS during Rabi 2025 season in Odisha”.
2) Quotation received after due date and time will be rejected.  
3) No eraser, cuttings, overwriting and correcting fluid in the quotation will be accepted.
4) Quotation documents submitted incomplete in any respect and without EMD shall be summarily rejected.  Further, NAFED reserves the right to accept or reject any or all quotations without assigning any reason thereof. 
5) The professional fees/charges should be quoted on per man-day basis both in figures and words.
6)  The rates/charges quoted should be exclusive of all taxes, levies etc. Service tax, if applicable, should be mentioned clearly in the bid. 
7) The offer must have a validity of 30 days from the date of submission of quotation documents. 
8) During the currency of the agreement, no escalation in professional fees or charges will be allowed except for statutory charges.
9) The address given by the surveyor in the quotation documents shall be considered to be the proper and complete business address of the surveyor and any correspondence sent to such address will deemed to have been delivered to the surveyor.
10) The Earnest Money Deposit will be refunded to the unsuccessful parties within one month of finalization of quotation.  NAFED will not pay any interest on the EMD.
11) Earnest money to the successful bidder will be refunded without interest only after successful and satisfactory completion of the assigned job.
12) The payment (subject to TDS and other statutory deductions as applicable) will be released by NAFED within 30 days of receipt of bills along with prescribed documents including attendance sheet, inspection/quality reports or any other document as may be asked for by Nafed from the Surveyor. Nafed shall retain 10% of the amount from each running bill, which shall be released after satisfactory completion of procurement operation. 
13) The terms and conditions of the quotation documents will form part of the   agreement to be executed between Nafed and successful bidder.
14) Each page of the quotation documents must be signed by the authorized signatory of the bidder in token of acceptance of the terms and conditions of the quotation documents.
3. FOREFEITURE OF SECURITY/EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT
In case the surveyor fails to fulfill its contractual obligation in any way, Nafed will forfeit the entire Earnest Money Deposit and also may Blacklist them at the discretion of NAFED. 

4. TERMINATION
In case the performance of the surveyor is not found to be satisfactory during the currency of the agreement, Nafed can prematurely terminate the agreement after giving 15 days notice.

5. FORCE MAJEURE
The procurement of Pulses and Oilseeds under Price Support Scheme is a Government of India operation.  In case by virtue of any order/decision of the Central Government, NAFED is directed to suspend the procurement, NAFED shall have the right and authority to stop procurement immediately and in such an eventuality NAFED shall not be responsible for any direct or indirect losses that may have to be sustained by the Surveyor.

6. VALIDITY OF AGREEMENT
The agreement to be executed between Nafed and the surveyor shall be valid for a period of one year from the date of execution of the agreement.  However, Nafed reserves the right to terminate the agreement in case of unsatisfactory performance of the surveyor.

7. ARBITRATION

All disputes between NAFED and the Surveyor, touching or arising out of this MOU on the subject matter, including interpretation of any clause of the MOU, thereof shall be referred to the sole arbitration of the Managing Director – NAFED or his nominee and the decision of such Arbitrator shall be final and binding on both the parties. The disputes, if any, will be governed by the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 or any other amended or substituted Act and the same shall be applicable and binding on the parties and the venue of the arbitration shall be exclusively in Delhi.

8. JURISDICTION

All disputes are subject to the jurisdiction of Delhi Courts only.

National Agricultural Cooperative Marketing Federation of India Ltd. having its Head Office at NAFED House, Siddhartha Enclave, New Delhi-110 014, and branch office at NBCC Imperia Commercial building, tower-1,  space no.303&304, 3rd floor, near new got. Colony, chandrasekharpur, Bhubaneswar represented through the State Head Ms Anindita Guha, (which expression includes its Successors, Administrators & Assigns hereinafter called the NAFED ) of the One part 

AND

RECITALS

WHEREAS

A. Nafed had invited the applications from experienced and reputed assaying service providers having experience in providing services of sampling and assaying for agri commodities. Service Providers fulfilled the eligibility conditions were empanelled with the Nafed for assaying work of agriculture commodities.

B. THE NAFED is desirous of appointing (Surveyor Agency Name), as Surveyor for inspection, sampling and analysis of Pulses and Oilseeds procured and to be  deposited under Price Support Scheme(PSS) of Government of India during 2025 season in the State of  Odisha at storage points, before the stock is accepted and deposited in the designated CWC/OSWC warehouses, as per the requirements of NAFED.
NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE MUTUAL PROMISES AND COVENANTS SET FORTH HEREIN, AND OTHER GOOD AND VALUABLE CONSIDERATION, THE RECEIPT AND SUFFICIENCY OF WHICH IS HEREBY ACKNOWLEDGED, PARTIES HERETO AGREES AS FOLLOWS:

1. SCOPE OF WORK
(a) The surveyor shall deploy required number of competent technically qualified staff/person with proper equipments at storage point in time as required by Nafed.
(b) The technical staff of the Surveyor will inspects stock, draw random composite samples from each truck/lot (10% of the total bags) at designated storage point, analyze the sample in accordance with prescribed quality specifications issued by Govt. of India and provided by NAFED. The surveyor will submit the test reports immediately so that the stocks may be accepted or rejected accordingly.
(c) In case of Copra, to draw 2% random samples from each lot of farmers stock offered by SLS at the designated godown and 100% weighment at the designated warehouse at the time of storage of the stock in NAFED’s name. 
(d) The surveyor will send daily report covering lot-wise and truck-wise inspection done, samples drawn, samples analyzed, test reports indicating lot-wise and truck-wise results along with quantity to Nafed, Bhubaneswar office, through e-mail (scanned copy of test report duly signed by the authorized representative)/fax. The daily inspection report will also include the following:-

(e)  At the end of the procurement operation of commodity, warehouse wise consolidated report may also submit at Nafed branch Office.
(f) In cases where surveyors reject the stocks, reasons thereof may be indicated in the test report. Surveyor shall keep proper record of such daily reports at its end.
(g) One representative sample of each lot (Approved & Rejected both) and truck along with lot number and truck number should be kept in the concerned warehouse in which the approved stock has been deposited. The surveyor will obtain receiving from the concerned warehouse manager and submit the same along with original survey reports to NAFED Branch Office.
(h) In case of any default, Nafed reserves the right to deduct the amount to the extent of damage done in monetary terms from the amount of security deposit and total bill submitted by the service provider at the time of final settlement.
(i) No information shall be shared, published, displayed and passed on to any party by the Surveyor Agency or its employees without intimation and consent of NAFED.
(j) The Surveyor Agency shall be fully responsible for the samples analyzed and test reports submitted in respect of stocks accepted/rejected. In case any of such test reports submitted by the surveyor found to be defective, the entire responsibility for the same shall devolve on the surveyor agency. 
(k) Before deputing the Surveyors, the Surveyor Agency shall intimate the names, designations, qualifications, experience and the contact numbers of its technical staff to be deployed at storage point designated/nominated by Nafed for better coordination so that work does not suffer.
(l) Surveyor Agency shall depute technical staff at warehouse points identified by Nafed as the need may be and will provide additional number of surveyors at the same storage point depending upon the requirement. In case of failure of the Service provider to provide the required number of technical staff with proper equipment at the storage points as required by Nafed, a penalty of Rs. 400/- per day per manpower will be imposed. In such default, Nafed reserves the right to hire the services of other technically sound and qualified Surveyors.
(m) The appointed surveyor agency must not assign the work in full or part to other firm or company or individual.
(n) The surveyor agency to whom the work awarded by NAFED, shall not undertake similar scope of work for the similar operation for the procuring society of Nafed concurrently without the approval of NAFED.
(o) The surveyors deployed by Surveyor Agency M/s ------------------------------------------------------------- at storage locations, as per requirements of Nafed, shall ensure feeding of necessary data’s in NAFED e-samridhi portal, for which NeML shall impart timely training or any other portal given by the Nafed.

2. TERMS & CONDITIONS
i. During the currency of the agreement, no escalation in professional fees or charges will be allowed except for statutory charges.

ii. The address given by the surveyor in the quotation documents shall be considered to be the proper and complete business address of the surveyor and any correspondence sent to such address will deemed to have been delivered to the surveyor.

iii. The security deposit of Rs 1,00,000/-deposited along-with the quotation will be refunded without interest only after successful and satisfactory completion of the assigned job.

iv. The payment (subject to TDS and other statutory deductions as applicable) will be released by NAFED within 30 days of receipt of bills along with prescribed documents including attendance sheet, inspection/quality reports or any other document as may be asked for by Nafed from the Surveyor. Nafed shall retain 10% of the amount from each running bill, which shall be released after satisfactory completion of procurement operation. 

3. SURVEY & ANALYSIS CHARGES

4. FOREFEITURE OF SECURITY/EARNEST MONEY


In case the surveyor fails to fulfill its contractual obligation in any way, Nafed has the right to forfeit the entire Security Deposit made by the surveyor agency and 10% of the bill amount retained by NAFED.   

5. TERMINATION

In case the performance of the surveyor is not found to be satisfactory during the currency of the agreement, Nafed can prematurely terminate the agreement after giving 15 days notice.

6. Indemnification 
The Surveyor Agency shall indemnify NAFED and keep indemnified against any loss or damage, claims, compensation, penalty, fine, levies, etc. on account of slackness, deficiency, failure to observe any obligations under the agreement, failure to comply with statutory/ mandatory provisions pertaining to the contract by the Surveyor Agency, whatsoever. 

7. Force Majeure 

i. Force Majeure means any event or combination of events or circumstances beyond the control of the parties hereto which cannot (a) by the exercise of reasonable diligence, or (b) despite the adoption of reasonable precaution and/ or alternative measures, be prevented, or caused to be prevented, and which adversely affects the abilities of the parties to perform obligations under this Agreement, which shall include but not be limited to: (a) Acts of God i.e. fire, drought, flood, earthquake, epidemics, natural disasters; (b) Explosions or accidents, air crashes and shipwrecks, act of terrorism; (c) Strikes or lock outs, industrial dispute; (e) War and hostilities of war, riots, bandh, act of terrorism or civil commotion; (f) The promulgation of or amendment in any law, rule or regulation or the issue of any injunction, court order or direction from any Governmental Authority that prevents or restricts a party from complying with any or all the terms and conditions as agreed in this Agreement; (h) Any event or circumstances analogous to the foregoing. 

ii. It is agreed between the parties that the performance of obligations under this contract is subject to Force Majeure condition which shall mean any event or combination of events or circumstances beyond the control of the parties hereto. 

iii. Neither party will be liable for performance delays or for non​performance due to causes beyond its reasonable control, except for payment obligations. 

iv. During the continuance of the Force Majeure, Nafed reserves the right to alter or vary the terms and conditions of this Contract or if the circumstances so warrant, the Nafed may also suspend the agreement for such period as is considered expedient, Surveyor Agency agree and consent that they shall have no right to raise any claim, compensation of any nature whatsoever for or with regard to such suspension. 

v. The Surveyor Agency agree and understand that if the Force Majeure condition continues for a long period, then the Nafed in its own judgment and discretion may terminate this Agreement and in such case Surveyor Agency agree that the they shall have no right or claim of any nature whatsoever and Nafed shall be released and discharged of all its obligations and liabilities under this Agreement 

8. General Provisions 

i.  Governing Laws: This tender process will be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of the republic of India without giving effects to the principles of conflicts of laws. Both intending bidders/Buyers and NAFED agreed to submit the jurisdiction at New Delhi and further agreed that any cause of action arising under this tender process may be brought in a court at New Delhi. 

ii.  Severability: If any provision of this tender document is held to be invalid or enforceable for any reason, the remaining provisions will continue in full force without being impaired or invalidated in any way. The parties hereto agree to replace any invalid provision with a valid provision which most closely approximates the intent and economic effect of the invalid provision. 

iii.  Entire Document: This tender document together all annexure, specifications and other attachments which are incorporated herein by reference, is the sole and entire tender document between the parties relating to the subject matter hereof. 

9.   Applicable Law Jurisdiction and Dispute Resolution:

i.    The contract /tender document shall be constituted and the legal relation between the parties hereto shall be determined and governed according to the laws of Republic of India and only courts at Delhi and the High Court at Delhi shall have the jurisdiction in all matters arising out of/ touching and/or concerning this agreement and parries to this agreement agree to irrevocably submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of those courts for purposes of any such proceeding. The aforementioned exclusive and irrevocable jurisdictions of aforesaid courts are irrespective of place of occurrence of any cause of action pertaining to any dispute between the parties. 

ii.     All or any disputes arising out or touching upon or in relation to the terms of this tender document and process thereof including the interpretation and validity of the terms thereof and the respective rights arid obligations of the parties shall be settled amicably by mutual discussion failing which the same shall be settled through arbitration. The arbitration proceedings shall be governed by the Arbitration and Conciliation Act of 1996 (as amended up to date) or any statutory amendments/ modifications thereof for the time being in force r /w relevant provisions of Multi State Co-operative Societies Act of 2002. The venue of the arbitration shall be at New Delhi, India and language of arbitration shall be English. 

iii.    Nothing contained in this clause shall prevent the Nafed from seeking interim injunctive relief against the intending bidders in the courts having jurisdiction over the parties.
